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INTRODUCTION

n Liber 1, Number 2 of our Hermetic and Masonic Joumnal,

ARCACGRAICTA, we invited readers to offer publication

suggestions and apprise of us any interesting manuscripts or out-of-pnaot
books they might know of. The response was overwhelining, As a result of
that invitation. we soon printed five new books, inciuding two interesting
rituals; but we never anticipated the reception of the material which is now
pristed here for the first time ever.

A reader from upstate New York informed us that his family owned a set of
Masonic manuscript rituals which had been its possession since the 1830°s.
What makes this more remarkabie is that neither the corespondent nor any
member of the immediate family belongs 1o the Masonic fraternity. Intrigued,
we traveled upstate (o meet with our corespondent and examineg the documents
first band.

The manuscript collection consists of five leather-bound books (of various
sizes), numerous loose pages of “detached degrees” and several letters. Each of
the leather-bound books is signed by the onginal transcriber.  Inside the first
voiume, the ancestor of our corespondent penned the following:

These M.S.S. was Purchas'd of Mr. [name withheld), a renouncing &
Seceading Free Mason for $45— & one new Pack & Shovai—this 229 Day of
December 1835, There is nothing Hid but what shall be Seen & knowr.

Al the request of the present owners we have withheld both the name of the
original transcriber and their ancestor, as the owners have no desire to part with
their heirloom. They wish to make it emphatically clear that they do not wish to
be bothered in any way as a result of this publication. Poemandres Press has
been requested by the family to protect their privacy, and cannot respond to any

requests for information regarding the present owners, or the ritual collecrion
itself.
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Be that as it may, the manuscripts ars a veritable gold-mine of Masonic
information, for they constitute, as far as we are aware, the most complete set
of eariy Scottish Rite rituals in the United States.

The reader will note that each of the five books was transcribed from rimais
belonging to Giles F. Yates, 33°. Mr. Yates was a member of both the
Northern and Southern Supreme Councils, and by 1827 was in possession of
most, if oot all, of the manuscript ritwals of Mr. Frederick Dalcho, one of the
founders of the first Supreme Council.! At one poimt the original Daiche
manuscripts {“a strange farrago of bad English™)2 were lost or sold. When the
cotlection was rediscovered in 1938, it had several rituals missing.? Our
collecion includes af the rmeals from the 4° SECRET MASTER, up to and
inctuding the 33° SOVEREIGN GRAND INSPECTOR GENERAL.?

Each of the rituals is preceded by a header which frequently gives the dates
1801 and 1802. We believe this indicates the rituals are copies of the Dalcho
versions, although we have not had the opportunity to compare thew with the
originals inv the archives of the Northern Junisdiction, at Boston. It should be
noted that for some unknown reason the rituals are divided into two groups,
i.e., “first series™ and “second series.” The “second serigs” rituals are alf dated
after 1804, which may indicate that some type of reconstruction took place.
Further, some of the rituals have apparently been switched around in numerncai
order.

Amonp the more curicus instances of revision is the 29° GRAND MASTER
ECOSE. OR SCOTTISH LELDER MASTER, AND KNIGHT OF ST. ANDREW,
Following the degres {which closely follows the Pike's version) is the outline

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of an apparent 1806 revision which is a radicai departure from the carlier form,
yer similar to that found in Albert Pike's Magnum Opus (1857). Did Pike have
this 1806 ritual?

Counsider the 30TH, 31ST AND 32ND DEGREE, SOVEREGN, OR SUBLIME
PRINCE OF THE ROYAL SECRET, which seems to have become the 32° only
after a 31° TRIBUNAL OF GRAND INQUISITORS appears in 1804. And then,
twenty-three years later, the latter is itself drastically revised.

One of the most interestipg ntuals is the 33° SOVEREIGN GRAND
INSPECTOR GENERAL. Not only is it the earliest form of this degree, but it
includes a copy of a “Letter of Credence” (Patent) and an early version of the
Constitutions, Statutes and Regularions.

[n editing the manuscripts, we have corrected the spelling in many instances
(e.g. sholdhers to shoulders, etc.}, but tried to retain as much of the original
format as possible. Interiineations have been introduced at the points indicated
without indication, and several marginal notations have been climinated, as they
are not in the original writer's hand. Finally, afl hand-drawn iliustrations in this
book, including the Masonic alphabets, were scapnned from photocopies of the
original manuscripts.® We have cnhanced and cleaned these up as best we
could, and are satisfied with the results, We regret that all of the original
illustrations couid not be used, but the rmanuscripts had apparently sustained
some water damage many years ago and are barely iegible on several pages. In
these instances we have reconstructed the original drawings using a computer
graphics program.

§. Form of Reception.

The Blue Past Master or Candidate, must be examined in the Ante-chamber
{by the Master of Ceremonfes) in his three first Degrees, and in the secrets of the
Chair. The Master of Ceremanies having finished, he knocks 7 times on the door,
when he is let in and gives an account of the examination fo Adoniram, the
Inspector. who reporls it fo the Most Powerful in the foffowing words,

“Most Powerful, there is in the Antechamber a Past-Master who soligits the
honor of being inidated into the mysteries of the Sublime Grand Lodge of
Perfect Masons.”

The Most Powerful desires the Capdidate to be introduced in the ancient
form, if the Inspecior will answer for his capacily, resf angd constancy.

if the Inspector consents fo do s0, the Candidate is imroduced having hig
head bound, 55 If blinded, a5 square upon his forehead and a Greal Light in his
hand, and conducted to Adoniram, to whom he must give an account of himsedf
— Conducted by Adoniram, he advances, then, near the aftar, fails on his right
knee, and while in this position, the Most Fowerful defivers the usual address,
and conciudes thus,

*My Dear Brother, vou have seen until now, the thick veil. oaly, which
covers the Sanctum Sanctorum your fidelity, zeal and constancy have gained
you the faver which I now grant you. Itis to show you the great treasure, and
introduce you. in dus time, into the hely and secret place. Come and contract
your oblipation.”

Adoriram raises i and feads him Io the foot of the gitar, where he kneels
and takes the obfigation of a blue Master with this addition—

“And I do furthermore promise and swear, that [ will not reveal to any
person below me this Degres; that [ will be ap exact observer of all such laws as

shall be prescribed to me, and will fulfill and obey all orders and decrees from
the Grand Council of princes of Jerusalern and the laws and regulations of this
Sublime Grand Lodge; under the penalty of all my former obligations—So help
me God, and keep me steadfast in the same. Amen.”

He kizses ihe Bible.

Adoniram now raises him, and the Most Powerfw! invests him wilh the ribbon,
key and apron, pleces on his head a crown [or wreathe] of lagrel and ofive
leaves and says o im,

“My Dear Brother, [ receive you Secret Master, and give you rank among
the Tevites. This Laurel, which 1 have invested you with, alludes 1o the victory
which you are to gain over your passions. The Olive is the symbol of that
peace and Union which should reign among us. It rests with you to desire the
fervor that God may, one day, enable you 1o arive at the Secret place; and there
to contemplate the pillar of Beaury.

The ivory Key, suspended by 2 white and black ribbon is the symbol of
your fidelity, innocence and discretion. The Apron and Gloves are
emblematical of the candor of al! the Secret Masters; among whom, at your owa
selicitation, you are introduced. My dear Brother. in guality of Secret Master, |
give you rank among the Levites, to be a faithful guardian of the Sanctum
Sanctorum; and have placed you among the numbet 7 1o supply the place of our
dear Master Hiram Abiff and have, also, appointed you one of the Conductors
of the works, which are to be raised to the Divinity. The eve on your apron is

to remind you to be ever vigilant and to watchk. closely, the conduct of the
workmen!"”

The Master of Ceremonies then gives to the Candidate, the folfowing Sign,
Word and Token.
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§. Sign, Token & Words.

Sign.—The Sign is that of Silence which is made by placing the two first
fingers of the right hand upon the lips, which is answered by the two first
fingers of the left hand.

The Pass Word—is ZIZ03, a Chaldean word, which signifies Gallery.

The Tokern.—first give the Masters gripe, and creep up, recipeacally, to the
Elbows, then balance seven times and during balancing, cross your legs.

Secrer Words.—The Words are

JOHA, i
ADONAL IR
Jua.

These are the first names which God gave himself when he manifested
himself unto Moses on the mountain; of which you see the three initiais traced
on the plane of the triangte.

Go Brother, pass the Brethren, and listen to our doctrine.

1o all but Grand Elect Perfect and Sublime Masons, a knowledge, of which 1
hope, you will one acquire by virtue of your attachment to our Ordet, and your
zeal in discharging the duties of your obligation —But pray can you tell me what
those names are, the initials of which you saw in the nine beams of the
Sheckinai?

The fnspector reports the same to the Right Worshioful Adoniram, who

S. I answer for him.

A. Let him be introduced agreeably to ancient form

The Inspecior orders the Master of Ceremonies to instruct the Candidate, who
goes o him, examines him in his former Degrees, and takes from fim ail offersive
arms, puts round his peck a green sitk cord, which he hoids in Rig feft hand, and a
naked sword in his right, end conducts him (o the door, on which he knocks 4
fimes, which is repeated by the inspector within, who informs the Right Worshipfl
Masier that somehody Knocks.

The Right Worshipful orders him to see who s is.

The Inspector orders the Caplain of the Guard o open the door haff way,
that he may see who knocks. After the Captain of the Guard has asked he
reports if {0 fhe Inspector and shuts the door. _

The inspector reports it fo the Right Worshipful who orders the Candidate to
be introduced.

The Candidare is introduced o the South side of the tomb, which iz placed
on the floor of the Lodge.
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When the Right Worshipful sees the Candidate with the Sign of Secrat Master
an him, he demands

A. What do you solicit my Brother?
S. The honor of being received Perfect Master.

not belong, the secrets of this Degree, under any pretense whatsoever; and not
to converse, on this subject, with any but true Brothers who have been lawfully
received; that [ will pay due obedience to all the commands and decrees of the
Grand Council of Prances of Jerusalem, under the penalty of being, for ever,
dishonored among men, and 1o suffer ali the penalties of my former cbligations.
So God keep me in nght and equity. Amen. Amen. Amen.

He kisses tha Bibfe.
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The Right Worshiptul Adonirarn then takes the string from around his neck,
ang says,

A. My Dear Brother, I draw you from your vicious life, and by the power
which I have received from the most powerful King of Kings, [ raise you to the
Degree of Perfect Master, on condition that you faithfully cbserve, what shall
be presented to you by our Laws.

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& History.

Mahabon, one of Solomon’s Intendants was highly esizemed by him, he
was an upright, virtuous man, and a great friend of our deccased Master Hiram
Abiff. This man, Kiang Solomon employed, with others, to scarch for the body
of his friend, who was supposed 10 have been murdered, from the blood which
was seen in the Temple. He was also desired to discover the assassins, and the
Masters Jewel which Hiram Abiff used to wear,

The blood was traced to 2 well on the North side of the Temple, which
induced Mahabon o believe that the body had been thrown into it.

The immediately discharged the water from: the well and be descended, but
found not the body as he expected. however, they were nchiy rewarded for
their labor by finding the Master’s Jewel, which in all probability, when Hiram
Abiff was attacked by the assassins, he tore from his neck and threw there, to
prevent it from falling into their hands. Mahabon, with his companions,
offered a prayer of thanksgiviog to the Almighty, for the discovery of this
treasure. They then went in search of the body, which was at length discovered
by Stokin, by means of a spng of Acasia, as is mentioned in the symbolic
Degrees.

When the body was brought to the temple, Solomon was bighly gratified to
be able 10 pay to the memory of that great Man, those high, Masome, honors,
which his talenis and virtue so justly entitted him to. He accordingly gave
orders to the Moble Adoniram. his Grand Inspector, to make the funcral as
magnificent as possible. He also gave orders that the blood which was spifled
in the Temple should not be effaced, until revenge should be obtained.

The Noble Adoniram, Grand Master Architect and Chief of the Works,
immediatzly gave the plan for a superb tmonument, which was to be raised to
his moorning, and which, was to be composed of black Marble. Through the
excrtions of the workmen, the monument was figished io nine days. On the top
thereof, was a triangular stone, on which was epgraved M.B. in Hebrmaic
characters, and a sprig of Acacia ornamented the top.
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it was erected in the middle of a great hall, in an apartment, separate from
the Temple, where Sclomon kept his ¢hapter, and conferred with Hiram, King
of Tyre. and Hiram Abiff on the sacred mysteries. The body of our respectable
Master was interred under this monument, with the highest Masonic honors,
attended by all the Brethren in white aprons and gloves. His heart was enclosed
in an Um pierced through with a sword, which was placed on the top of a
superb obelisk, erected near the West part of the Temple, a little to the Nonh
side.

The Jewel of Hiram Abiff was carefully deposited among the treasures of
the Temple.

Three days after the ceremony, Solomoen, with his whole court, went to the
Temple, where the workmen were arranged in the same order, as they were at
the funeral. He examined the tomb. cbelisk, the trianpuiar stone with the letters
which were engraved on it, when he raised his eyes and hands towands heaven
and offered up a prayer to the Lord of Hosts, and said with joy in lhis heart, it is
complete, and by a Sign of Admiration the Brethren raised their eves and hands
towards heaven, leaned their heads on their right shoulders, and then crossed
iheir hands over their bellies, said

Amen. Amen., Amen.

During the buiiding of the Temple,
the Entered Apprentices were called by the name of the first pillar, at which they
met and received their wages., The Fellow Crafts bore the name of the second
pillar for the same reason.

He
desired Adoniram to raise a superb tomb at the West end of the Temple. and
place on the 10p thereof, in an um. the heart of Hiram Abiff well embalmed, of
which none had anv knowledge, but the perfect Masters, Agrecably to these
orders the heart of our respectable and much lamented Chief, was enclosed in
an Um, and placed on the 1op of the obeiisk, untl vengeance shouid be

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accomplished. Through the urn was a drawn sword, an emblem of the anxious
desire of all the Brethren, to assist in discovenng the assassins, and obtaining
Vengeance. The body was buried in 2 separate apariment from the Temple,
where Soiomon kept his Chagpter.

This Lodge is opened and closed, by 27 Knocks, 9 at a lime, with a litife
interval between fhe Sth and 10

§. To Open.

Solomon krocks 27 which is answered by Hirmm, when alf the Brethren in the
Lodge bend their right knees, with thelr hands crmssed i such manner, that the 2
thurnbs fouch the forehead, when they aff repeatl in a fow voice JOvA, JOVA,
JOVA, then rise and draw their Swords.

Solomon appoints a Caplain and Lievtenant of the Guards, and the rest of
the Brethren go by the name of the Guards. Solomon charges them to behawve
themseives well and with decency, (o fake parficuiar care of the security of the
Lodge and keep off aif Brethren, or others, fhat wowld come near, The Guards
then withdraw info the Anti-charnber,
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The Guards and Bmethren of the Logge are jfooked upon as Perfect Maslers
and showid wear Aprons lined and bordered with & ffery colored ribbon, and &
irfangle painted on the fap.

Jowsl--A Irinla triangle hanging on the breast, by & fisry red ribbon, round the
neck, the gloves bordered with rad

Aftar the Guards withdraw, there remain only Solomon of israel and Hiram of
Tyre.
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§. Form of Reception.

The Candidate being in the Anti-Chamber the captain of the Guards, fakes
from him his hat, sword, Apron and gloves, and the sinng of Perfect Masiter, and
afl offensive weapons. He then places him at the door of the Lodge, which is
purposely leff a litte open, The Candidale places his hands across the goor, and
peeps and listens, o what passes within, so that Hiram may perceive fim, when
the Guards make a fithe noise at the door, which obfiges tha King of Tyre fo tirn

hiz head thal way. When he perceives the Cowan, he raises his epes lowards
heaven and exciaims— “Heavens, there's a listner.”

Solomon says— “That cannot be since the Guards are on the outside. ™

On which Hiram rses withouwl speaking, and runs o the door, seires the

curigus Brother by tha hand and drags WWm info the Lodge and says o
Sotomon—"Here he is."”

Solomon says—"“What shall we do with him?”

Hiram answers [puiting his handg fo his sword)—"“We must kitl him™—on
which Sofomon quits his place, and puts his hand on the guard of Hiram's sword
and says— “Stop my Brother,” then gives a foud knock on the lable, on which
the Capfain of the Guards, with 5 or § moare, enter, and sahwte the Mings
respecifully.

Solomon then says fo them-—Let that guilty man come forth when wanting
you shail answer for him.

When tha guargs have departed with their prisoner, Solomon and Hirem
remain by thermnselves some fime, speaking very low, Solomon sirikes a loud blow
on the lable on which the gusrds anfer, conducting the Candidate in the middle
of them and by a Sign given by Solomon o the guard, they advance him lo the
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foat of the Throne and when the Brethren are sealed Solomon addresses the
Candidate as folfows—

I bave interceded, by my iotreaties with the King of Tyre, my Ally, whom
your curiosity had offended. for which he had pronounced sentence of death on
you. [ have not onty obtained you pardon, but also his consent, 1o seceive you
as an inumate Secretary 1o our new Alliance. Do you find yourself capable of
keeping inviolably secret, the matter which we are willing to discover to you,
and are you willing to take an obligation in the most solemn and sacred manner?

The Candidare answers—1 consent.

He then kneels and fakes the following

§. Obligation.

I —— do most solemnly and sincerely promise and swear in the presence
of the Grand Archisect of the Universe, and this right worshipful assembly,
never to reveal, etther directly or indirectly, to any person under the canopy of
Heaven, any matter or thing, which has been, is now or shall be hereafier be
communicated to me in this Degres of Intimate Secretary, nor 1o any Brother of
a lower Degree. And I do furthermore promise and swear, that 1 will atiend all
summons's sent to me from this Lodge, and strictly observe and keep, as
faithfully as possible, all the laws and Constitutions of this Lodge, and that 1
will pay due Obedience to ail mandates decress and commands, of the Grand
Council of the Princes of Jerusalem, under no less penairy, than 10 bave my
body dissected, my heart cut into pieces and the whole to be thrown to the wild
beasts of the Forest, so help me God, and preserve me steadfastly in the same.

Solomon then shews him the draft and expleins it as folows (viz'.)—The
window ia the cloud, represents the vault in the Temple, and in the glazing
therein, there is an |, which is the inidal of the name of the Grand Architect of
the Universe, The edifice at the end, represents the Palace of Solomon, and the
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door of the great gate by which they enter. The tears and Mausoleum refer te
the chamber of audience of Masons in the palace. ined with black cloth, where
Solomon used to retire and grieve, for the loss of Hiram Abiff and where
Hiram, King of, found Solomor when he came to visit him.

The letter A in the Mausoleum signifies ALIIANCE. The P at the night of
the mausoleun:, is PROMISE and the P on the left signifies PERFECTION,

My dear Brother, I receive you an Intimate Secretary, promise me to be
faithful and diligent in the discharge of the duties of your new office as was that
great man whose piace you now supply.

The color of the ribbon, with whick you are invested. should bring to vour
remembrance, the blows which the cruel assassin gave him, and his btood, of
which he rather chose to spill the last drop, than reveal the mysteres of
Masonry. We hope, my dear Brother, vour fidelity will be steady and equal 1o
every proof, and this sword, with which | now arm you, will defend you
against those, who may dare to surprise you, in what we are going to entrust
you with,

Solomon, in consequence of the Treaty which his ambassador made with
the King of, was obliged to give him ip return for the materials which bad besn
taken from Mount Libanus, and the Quarmry of (besides the measure of oil,
honey and wheat, with which he had already furnished him) a province of 20
cities in Galilea, which was to be given to Hiram of, when the Temple was
completely finished. Solomon, having neglected this for a year, King Hiram
visited the Cities. and finding the lands bamen, the people rude and
uncultivated, and their morals bad, he was convinced they would be more
expense than profit to him, he therefore determined to go in person 1o Solomon
and complain of his breach of the promise and agreement which he had made.
Being arrived at Jerusaiem, he passed through the Guards who were io the
court, and proceeded directly to the kings A partment, where he found Solomon,
giving himself up to grief for the loss of Hiram Abiff.

King Hiram went in, in 50 hasty a manner, that one of Solomen’s favorites
named Joabert, who perceived it, fearing he had pone ion with an intention of
exccuting some evil design against Sclomon, followed him to the door and
listened. Hiram perceiving it, exclaimed, Ob Heavens they hear ust and rap
immediately to the door and dragged him into the chamber and said, here he is.
Solomon seeing him, could not doubt and said. what shall we do with him? to
which Hiram replied, we must kill him, and seized his sword for that purpose,
when Solomon ran from his throne and said, stop your hand my Brother. He
then gave a loud knock on the table, on which the guards entered, to whom he
said, seize this guilty man, withdraw with him, you will answer for his
appearance. When Solomon was alone with Hiram he said, Sire, Joabert is the
greatest favorite | have, and of all the Lords in my Couri, he is the most
attached to me. [ am well coavinced of his design and what he bas done, was
10 preserve me from your displeasure. The alteration he saw in your face, when
you passed through the Court, induced him 1o listen. [ pray you to revoke your
sentence, and [ will answer for his zeal and discretion.

The Captain of the Guards interrupted their deliberations by
announcing that, there was a stranger who demanded 1o speak with the Kiog in
private, and who declared that he knew where the traitor JUBULIM AKIROF,
one of the Assassins, had secreted himself, and offered 10 conduct those whom
the King would appoint 10 go with him. On which all the Brethren desized
permission 1o take ample vengeance for the death of the betoved Chief.

Sclomon put a stop to their zeal by saying, there shouid be cnly 9 1o
undestake the task, and their names to be weote and put in an umn, and the first
nine that should be drawn from thence, should be the persons siected to procesd
in company with the stranger, to seize the Traitor, and when taken, to bring him
to his presence, in order to make a memorable example of him. In short,
Joabert and Stokin with seven others, departed at night fall with the stranger,
and traveled through many difficult and dangerous roads, when the stranger
acquainted Joaberi that the Cavern which heid this detestable wretch was
situated by the sea side, on the coast of loppa, on which Joabert increased his
pace with the most ardent zeal and being before his companions, he entered the
cavern alone, and by light of 1 Lamp, discoversd the Traitor a sleep, with a
poniard at his feet. which, Joabent immediately seized. and stabbed the Traitor
with on the head and the heart, who had only time to pronounce NECUM or
NECAH, signifying VENGEANCE 15 DONE, when he died.

Immediately after Joabert bad done this, he perceived a spring of wiich he
drank. and being fatipued, he slept until the other Brethren came and awake
him, and when they perceived the head of the Traitor daubed with biood, they
all exclaimed NECUM, Vengeance is done.

When Joabert acquainted them with what had happened. they all envied him
the Glory, of having alene, revenged the death of their venerable Chief Hiram
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Abiff and having refreshed themselves at the fountain Joabert cut off the bead,
and divided the body into four parts, which were bumt and the ashes thrown
into the air,

After this, Joabert tock the head in his ieft hand and the poniard in his right,
and exclaimed VENGEANCE.

They proceeded to Jerusalem where they arrived at day break, and when
Solomon saw Joabert, with the head of the Traitor in his hands, he was
exceeding wrathful, that he should be deprived of inflicting an exemplary
punishment himsaif, and that the power of acting, should be thus taken from
him, imunediately gave orders to Stokia to put him to death for his presumption;
but the Brethren being convinced that it was the zeal of Joabert and not an
intention of offending, fell on their knees, and begged his life. which at their
intercession was granted him a second time.

Solomon ordered the head of the Traitor 10 be fixed on the East pinnacle,
unitl the other two accomplices should be foung. Solomon honored with his
most [ntimate confidence, and gave him, with the eight other Brethren, the title
of Elected Knights, and also gave them the following signs, token and words,

§. Signs, Token & Words.

Sign—The Sign is doubie, first, one raises the poniard and strikes the other
on the forehead and thee on the heart, when the other answers, by clapping his
hrand first on his forehead and then on his heart.

Token--The token is, you take the thumb of a Brother's right hand, in the
battom of your right hand. clinch all vour fingers. and put your thumb up,
which signifies the 9 Elected —eight close together and one by himself.

Pass Words—The pass words are—Ome says NECUM, the other answers.
Then the first says ABIRAIM (Traitor} the other answers AKIROP { Assassin),

My Dear Brother, you have learnt in the Degree of Elected of 9, which you
have already received, that Jubellum Akirop, one of the Assassins, was killed in
the Cave near Joppa. That Skeleton which vou see in the East, was him— You
se¢ him armed with 2 sefting maul, with which tool, he destroyed the life of
Hiram Abiff — Solomon had his head embaimed, that it might keep and be
exposed, until the ather two assassing were discovered,

Six months after the Akirop was killed, Bangebee, une of Solomon’s
iotendants made inquiry in the Country of Cath, which was tributary to
Solomon, whether any persons had lately taken refuge there, for Crimes which
they had commined in Jerusalem, and caused a description of their persons to
be published. Soon after this, Solomen was informed, that two person had
lately retired there, and supposing themselves protected they had proceeded to
work. He immediately wrote to MAACHAHR, King of Gath, 1o deliver these two
Villains, to the people he should send, that they might receive at Jerusalem, the
punishment due to their crimes. in conseguence of which, Sclomon elected 15
of the most worthy Brethren and zealous Masters, in which number were
included those who went 1o the cave of Akirop. They began their march on the
15th of the month STVAN, which answers 1o the month of June, and armived on
the 28 of the same month in the country of Gath, when they delivered
Solomon’s letter 10 Maacha, who trembled at the news, and ordered
immediately, as sirict search to be made for the two Ruffians, and when found,
10 be delivered to the I[sraelites, at the same time declaring that he should be
Lappy in having his country rid of such monsters.

They made a strict search for five days, when ZERBaL and were the first
who discovered them in a Quarry of Bendaca, when they chained them
together, and loaded them with irons, on which was engraved the crimes they
had been guilty of.

They arrived at Jerusalem, on the 151 of the following month, and were
conducted to Sclomon, before whom they confessed their crimes. They were
their confined in the Tower of ACHIZAS. uatil the day of execution, when they
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were 10 repeat their guilt, by a most excruciating death. At ten o'clock in the
moming of the day, when they were to be publicly executed—they were
brought forth, and tied to two stakes by the neck and feet, with their ams
behind them, when the Exccutioner opened them, from beart to the ass pubis,
and cross ways, when they were left in this simation for 8 hours, that the flies
and other insects, might suck their blood, and glut on their entrails. At six
o’clock in the evening their heads were cut off, and fixed with that of Akirop on
the East, South and West gates of Jerusalem, and their bodies thrown over the
walls, as food for the crows and wild beasts of the forest.

After inflicting vengeance on the 3 Assassins of Hiram Abff Solomon, in
order to recompense the zeal and constancy of the 15 Grand Masters Elecizd, by
giving them a higher Degree, that he might be enabied to raise some other
deserving Brethuen, from the lower Degrees, 1o that of Grand Master Elected.
He created 12 out the 15, tllustrions Knights by ballot, that he might not give
offense to any. All the names were put inie an wn, and with the first twelve,
that were drawa from thence, he formed a Grand Chapter, and placed them over
the 12 Tribes of Israel. He gave them the name of Excellent Emeth, a Hebrew
word signifying, a true man on all occasions, and shewed them the precious
things in the Tabemacle, in which was deposited the tables of the laws, which
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were written by God, and given to Moses, near the Burning Bush on Mount
Sinai.

He then decorated them with a broad black ribbon. on which was
embroidered a flaming heart, and a sword of Justice was suspended therefrom.

These are, my Illustricus Brother, the chief abjects in onr draft, which vou
should make the constant subject of you reflections.

We flatter ourselves, as you have so fine a filed pointed out to you, for
reflection, that you will pursue it, leaving those dangerous paths, which seduce
you from the many great and important duties, which you have to fulfill.

The ¢execution of them will be more easy, as your heart hath already felt the
Justice and necessity of it. In short, keepigg firm to your obligations and
faithful to your promises, we shall find in you, a Brother, Zealous and
Charitable, and worthy to bear the name of a Sublime Elected Knight which you
have received.

My dear Brother, Solomon determined to form a school of Architecture, for
the instruction of those, who conducted the works of the Temple, o enconrage
and improve true Masons in the Sublime Sciences, and to promote from that
school those, whose zeal and discretion should make them deserving of the
highest perfection. For this purpose he created the 12% Degree, under the title
of Grand Master Architect.

King Solomon, full of Justice, foresesing the events, which were likely to
take place was willing to recompense the zeal, knowledge and Virtue of the
Sublime Knights Emeth, that they might approach nearer to the Celestial Throne
of the Grand Architect of the Universe. This foresight made him cast his eyes
upon those who were last made Iilustrious Knights and Brothers in order ©
effect the promise which God had made to Enoch, Noah, Moses and Dhavid,
that if through ardor, they penetrated the bowels of the earth, it would not avail,
unless Divine providence permisted it

. Which is the first of all the Ans?

A. Architecture, of which geometry is the key, as well as of all the
SCISNCES.

{. How many kinds of Architecture are there?

A. Three, Civil, Naval, and Military —

Civil Architecture is the art of building houses, pataces, temples, Altars &c
in order to decorate and embellish cides. Naval Architecture is the art of
buiiding ships of war, and zll other kinds of Vessels of Navigaton, Military
Architecture is the art of fortifying cities, towns, &c. 10 sustain the attacks of
greater numbers with less, and 10 throw up the works in such a manner, that
they cannot be cut through, to strengthen them with trenches and outworks, in
short, Military Architecture teaches us, to tmprove ail the advantages, which the
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namyral sitvation of places afford, to erect works which are easily defended,
while at the same time, they are impenetrable to the assailants. In the art of
Civil Masonrsy, it is only necessary for the Masters to be acquainted, with Civil
Architecture, the other two, serve only as attributes to the Masons, but if
possessed of a knowledge of them, it will evince their zeal and attachment to the
Sciences.

. Which are the Sciences that a perfect Master Architectire cught to
possess?

A. Thete are several which have a connection with each other, and cannot
be dispensed with, if you wish to exercise Architecture in ail its branches. Thus
2 Grand Master Architect ought to possess the following — vizl.

. What is Arithmetic, and in what manner does it serve a Mason?

A. Itis the art of caiculating, and is called Arabe, because the characters we
make use of, come 10 us from the Arabians—and what we call Algebra, is also
Arithmetic, but greatly abridged. and is not much likes, particularly by these
who are not Masters of it, but those who have a perfect knowledge of it, delight
in the use of it, as it affords the means of finding the incomprehensible
quantities, unknown proportions and their roots, with much more case, and in
short, to resclve by a litke work, all the problems of Geometry. The Algebraic
characteristics are + = ¥V A more, less, equal, greater, smaller, &c. You may
make use of the first letters of the Alphabet for the known quantities, and the
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last for the unknown, Arithmete is the aribute of a good Masop, because it
ieaches him 1o multiply his benevolence aod knowiedge to all his Brethren and
to fook upon any recompense, as a ¢ipher of Arnthmetic, as he had only
discharged a duty he owed to himseif in doing 2 good action.

{. What is Geometry, and why is that science an attribute to Masons?

A. Geometry is the first of the Sciences, fourded on the preceding one, it
came from the Egyptians, who were much embarrassed in the bounds of their
lands, after every inundation of the River Nile, from which circumstance was
suggested the discovery of Measure and limits, upon just and given principles,
whercby they might ascertain their respective bounds, when the waters
subsided. This ari was called by the Greeks Geometras, or measure of land, sa
that peometry is the art of measuring land, on the surface or superfeces but not
solids, but from this ts denved the art of measuring solids, having several
superfices. That is to say, Height and depth. Geometry is an atribute of a
good Mason, as he ought continually to measure his actions with the line of
Justice, to circumscribe his desires by the bounds or reason, and be content
with his portion of property, and not infringe on that of neighbor, that he may
render Glory to the Grand Architect of the Unjverse, and be an example of
virtne 10 bis Brethren.

Q. ts Trigonometry also necessary, and is it an aftribute of Masonry?

A. Yes, Grand Architect, this sciences is inscparable from the preceding,
by it we measure angles, Tangents and secants, apd by a knowledge of
Tnangies we find the ineffable measure of the unknown sides, Anthmetic and
Algebra

The discovery of this art, we owe (o Pythagoras. The most essential
explanation cf the problems of Trigonometry, are cited in the [$! proposition of
Euclid. This leamed philosopher, sacrificed one hundred Oxen to the Gods, in
acknowledgment of the discovery, he would have deserved applause among the
Masons, if he had not been an Idolater. Togeonometry is rather an attribute
belonging to the Grand Architect of the Universe: than to a Mason. Al owur
actions put ir signs, will form a trangle, of which two sides only will present
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themsslves to our conscience, viz the Good and Evil but the Grand Arcimtect of
the Universe will fiad the other, and judge us in the aggregate.

Q. Of what do the Sciences of Opticks, Catoptnies, and Dioptrics treat, and
how are they atiributes of Masoory?

A. They meat of the reflection and refraction of the mays of light, and of the
Science of Vision generaily, both natural and artificial. They are attributes to
masons, bacause every man should look at his own faults, with glasses which
enlarpe the object, and in viewing the faults of his Brothers, he should use
glasses, which ditnimish and remove them.

Q. We know what drawing or designing is. but how are they likewize
attributes of Masonry?

A. As the most perfect design, has been began by a sketch, so should
Mascons when they find any good qualities in a Brother, acknowledge him as a
sketch. After which they should copy, and complete the picture of perfection.
By imitating, the actions of a virtuous Brother, you render hirm honor, and
yourself respectable.

{}. What is perspective, and how an attribute of Masonry?

A. perspective is the art of delineating objects in accurate proportion and
color. So should Masons, setting out from the point of Virtue, observe a
relative proportion and connection in all their actions and pursuits. As in a well
drawn perspective, let their conduct in the foreground of their lives. be brilliant
in the cause of Virtue, and as they retreat into the background of the piece, or
sink into the gulf of ime, the sweet recollection of a well speat life, will soften
the pillow of death, and give thern the sweet pledge of enjoving happiness
hereafter.

. Let us go o Mechanics—

A. Mechanics is the science of motion, or the art of Machinery, by which
we carry and raise to the most elevated places, burdens of great weight, with
little seeming strength and by the aid of few people, by Lavers, Vices. Roilers,
Cranes &c.— By this art is constructed Miils, Clocks, Jacks &c. which reczive
motion by wheels, springs, weights &c. The great spring of a Mason, is in the
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heart. Here the first causes of his actonas rise, and here the first impulse of his
morals are felt. If he is so fortunate as 1o make Virtue the pnmum mobile of his
pursuits, and adjusts with nice proportion, the equilibrium of his weights, and
gives a due impulse to his moving powers. He may expect 1o receive that
happtness which the Grand Architect of the Universe has promised to those
who shali deserve it

. Of what use is statics 1o Masons?

A. Statcs has a connection with the science of mechanics, and is the
koowledge of weights and moving forces, the art of steclyards and balances
&c. The judgment of a Mason, should be preserved in 5o just an equilibrium,
that no consideraton of Interest or pany spitit can make him deviate from
Equity and Justce,

Q. What is Hydrauwlics and of what use to Masons?

A. ltisthe ant of conducting, governing and draining water, necessary for
the heaith and life of our fellow creatures, as well as for the purposes of
Commerce, and 1o embetlish palaces, gardens, &c. which a professar of this art
conducts scientifically, through canals or pipes, and collect it, in Basins or
Reservoirs for the several purposes for which he wants it An Architect knows
bow to drain by canals, {ields or meadows for Agriculture, and by cutting
canals through the highest mountains, is cnabled to connect togather remote
seas, for the purposes of Commerce and Navigation. In shorl by the use of
Hydraulics we can convert into a place of elegance and pieasure, mud pool or a
desert.  The minds of Masons should be as britliant canals, flowing with
sweetness and eass, and not as remote seas separated by mountaing, like two
Brothers, whose affections are sometimes divided by misrepresentations,
jatring interests or by the follies of youth— ‘41l some Mediator, generaily,
penetrates and divides the obstacles which separate them, and unites them
together in the firm bond of reciprocal affection.

. What is Geography, and of what use to a Mason?

A. Geography is the knowledge and description of the Earth, comprising
every place by Land or Sea, inhabited or uninhabited, of capital cites and
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inferior towns and viilages, of every Kingdom and nation, of the rivers which
water them, and of the seas which wash their shores; of the mountains which
separate them, and in short of every thing which vou see delineated on the face
of a map or on the Terrestrial Globe. Though Masonry is the same in every part
of the Earth, vet there are many Tempies in divers places, where Masons
Assemble to work at their mysteries, under the same statutes, and to sing the
praises of the Eternai Giod. These Temples we call Lodges and Chapters, and a
good Mason should possess a knowledpge of Geography. that he may know
where the different Lodges are held, that he may be able to correspond with
thetm, to improve himself by their labor and talerus, and reader them the honor
due to their merit.

. Do you know Chronology in the number of indispensable sciences to an
Architect Mason?

A. Chronology being the science and knowledge of past events. A Mason
should be possessed of it, that he may be ready to name those Masons, who
have distinguished themseives since the Creation of the World; of Xings,
Princes and Pontiffs, and all those in power who have supported Masoury,
with honor to the Craft, and reputation to themselves, the various events and
revotutions which Masonry has underpone, which should serve as a lesson to
our patience, constancy and Resolution.

. What do you mean by cutting in Stone?

A. T mean the most esseniial science to a Mason, which is the ant of
describing by means of the square. alt the stones which are to compose and
edifice, so that when the workmen begin to lay them, they will be found,
exactly to correspond, and require no alteration. No man, in any academy in
the world, can attain the knowledge and conduction of an Architect. if he has
not, himself. cut, dressed and fixed his stones. Thus in the Royal Am of
Masonry, no Brother can attain the eminent Degree of Grand Master Auchitect,
who has not disposed his heart to the cause of Virtue, and becomes himself one

of the materials in the edification of the Temple. dedicated to the only true and
living God.
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. What do you mean by cutting in woodd?

A. The only difference between cutting in stone and in wood, is in the
matetials. The timber should be ready prepared before it is brought into the
edifice, that when they are going to use it. They will find the pieces
cortespond, and the points exactly adapted to each other. So should a Mason,
in the right propriety of his conduct towards a Brother, endear himself to his
affections, which forms the junction of Masons, The exactness and nnanimitcy
of their deliberations, the brightness of their works, and their sweet and
innocent pleasures should aiways be to unison.

(2. What is measure”?

A, Asan Architect is always to be the judge of Masons, he ought 1o know,
by measuring their works, what pay s due to them for their labor—he must
also measure the materials, to pay the provider agreeably to the quantity, and no
Intendant of the Building can pay a farthing, but by order of a Grand Master
Architect. For that reason, a Mason, who has attained by his knowledge, the
measure in hand, should view it, as the center of Justice and benevclence, and
for the use of which, he must render an account to the Grand Architect of the
LUniverse, who will judge him accordingly.

¢). How can physic be of any use to a Grand Master Architect?

A. That he may be able 1o determing on the salubnty of a place before he
erects his buildings, to avoid muddy or marshy places or stagnant waters —and
armange the windows in such a manner, that they may recetve those winds,
which bear health upon their wings. A Mason also, should physically
vanguish, the difficulties, which an inordinate stomach, oppose to his health,
and if he should be of a weak habil of body, prudently 1o deprive himself of
some pleasures, which are prejudicial to him, though not to others.

). Of what use can Music be in Masonry and to an Architect?

A. The knowledge of Music was very necessary to and Architect in the ime
of the Ancient Romans, in constructing Saloons, Rotunda’s and othee places, in
which was performed Yocal and instrumental! music, for which reason, those
Architects must have upderstood Music, as they placed Columns, vaults,
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ceilings &c. and even brass vessels in some places to produce an echo, and
increase the sound and harmony of the perfermance. But in the present day,
those buildings are made less, which presenis the necessity of increasing the
sound by art, the Ceilings are proportional to the extent of the rooms, by which
the vibrations are kept at the required distance. Music is considered as an
attribute of Masons, for as the harmony of the different sounds elevate the
generous sentiments of the soul. s¢ should concord reign among our Brethren,
thar by the sweet unison of friendship, the boisternus passions may be tulled
and harmony reign throughout ail the craft.

Q. Are these all the sciences, which a Mason should be possessed of?

A. Mathematics is a general termn. by which one may comprehend, a great
many uother sciences, besides those, I have already given an account of. This
term is also an attribute of a Mason, for when he says, he is Master of the
Mathematics, it sigwfies, that he has a heart zeatous in the cause of Masonry,
and that, as he increases in knowledge, e will increase in Virme.

{). How many orders of Architecture arc there?

A. There ars 5; The Tuscan. Doric, lonic, Corinthian and Composite,

{). What difference is there in these orders?

A. The Tuscan ang Donic, are the most reveated, and the less adomed, the
Corinthian and Composite, are the finest and most adomed, and the Ionic is
more adomed than the 2 first, but less than the wo last —

(. Are there any other kinds of Architecture?

A . An iofinite number— Viz! —the Tostille, the Presstille, the DeEstille, the
Lamgphi prostile, the Pirintore &c. &c. and a vast many others,

(2. On what depends the stile of building?

A. On the proportion of the Columns, their distance according w0 their
magnitude, the ornaments of niches, panels &c., in short, the standing rules of
true Architecture must be adhered to, when maising a building, that it may appear
elegant.

Q. You have t¢ld me my Brother, that Naval and Military Architecture, are
necessary attributes of a Mason, how can that be?



- Grand Master Architect w.

A. They both are atinibutes, because masons should work at Sea, 2s well as
upon land for the promotion of the Royal Craft, and the relief of his Brethren,
and in Military point of view, he should serve as a rampart far Masons who are
aftacked.

0. Did King Solomon possess a knowledge of the Science of Mathematics?

A. Without doubt, since the Grand Architect of the Universe, was
graciously pleased to give bim that wisdom, for which he was called the wisest
Kings, and especially as God had chosen him to build a Temple to bus name.

. What is the great attribute of a Grand Master Architect?

A. ltis a case of Mathematical Instruments, in a stnall compass, which
comains all the instruments necessary for the various designs, an Architect may
invent.

Q. Explain these instruments and their uses to me?

A. The simple compass serves to take dimensions, dividing lines in egual
parts, denote parallels, t0 make sections of tmangles, equiangular and
equilateral, in short, it may be used in an icfinite number of Mathematical
problems, too long to enumerate, but its use is weil known 1o Mathematicians,
and being the principle insrument i Mathematics, it is worn as a Jewel, by the
Grand Master of a Symbolic Lodge of Masters. There is ancther Compass with
five points, of which one is moveable and may be altered as occasion requires.
This Compass serves 10 draw circles or pants of Circles, the immovable point
being always the point or Centar, On different ocgasion you may use a pencil, a
drawizng pen or a roller, on the moveable point. The Compass of proportion, is
a solid rule, and is an instrument of great importance 10 an Architect. It saves
an infinite deal of trouble, as the calculations of every operation are marked on
it Itis a general table in which you will find a scale of pans, the planes, the
poiygons, the chords of solids, the weights of metals and of builets, with their
stzes &c. &¢. The line of equal parts serves to divide a line pursuant 1o a line
given, the lipe of planes, 10 diminish or increase it to his mind. The line of
potygons 1% to describe a circle, or regular polygon of such numbers of planes
or angles; the schd lines, 1 increase or diminish a solid, according to & reason
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given; the line, for metals to know the difference and proportion between six
metals, The parallel rule and drawing pen are two instruments which must be
used together, to draw a strait line which is also an attribute of Masons, as a
Mason’s conduct should always be fair and strait, and his inclinations should
coincide with his duty and be connected together as these two instruments.

The protractor or (uadrate i3 generally is generally made of brass, and is
used in opening of angles, to take their height, and to divide the roses of the
simple Compass. This is the Jewel of a Perfect Master, which makes him who

wear it, remember, never to make use of it on any occasion except he has a
point of perfection in view.

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§. History.

My worthy Brethren, it is my intention at this ime 10 give you a clearer
account than you have yet been acquainted with, of Masonry; of which you at
present barely know the elements.

In doing thig it will be necessary to explain to you some circumstances of
VEry remote antiquity.

Enoch, the son of Jared, was the sixth son in descent from Adam, and lived
in the fear and love of his maker; God appeared to him in a vision, and thus
deigned to speak to him: As thou ant desirous to know my pame, atiend, and it
shall be revealed unto thee. Upon this, & mountain seemed to rise 1w the

heavens, and Enoch was transferred to the top thereof, where he beheld a
triangular plate of 8old, most brilliantly-enlightened. and upon which were

some haracters A which he received a strict injunction never 1o
pronounce.— Presendy he seemed o be lowered perpendicularly inta the
bowels of the earth, through nine arches. in the ninth, or deepest of which, he
saw the same brilliant plate which was shewn to him in the mountain.

Enoch, being inspired by the Most High, and in commemoration of this
wonderful vision, built a temple under ground, in the same spot where it was
shewn to him, which like that consisted of nine arches, one above another; and
dedicated the same to God. Methusaieh, the son of Enoch, constructed the
building without being acquainted with his father’s motives.

This happened in that part of the world which was afterwards cailed the land
of Canaan, and since known by the name of the Holy Land.

Enach, in imitanon of what be had seen, caused a trtangular plate of gold to
be made, each side of which was a cubit long; he eariched it with the most
precious stones, and encrusted the plate upon a stone of Agate, of the same
forn. He then engraved upon it the same ineffable characters which God had
shewn to him, and placed it on a triangular pedestal of white marble, which be
deposited in the ninth, or deepest arch,

When Enoch’s temple was completed, he received the following command,
viz.—*"Make a door of stone, and let there be a ring of iron therein, by which it
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may be occasionally raised: and let it be placed over the opening of the first
arch, that the sacred matters enclosed thereic may be preserved from the
universal destruction now impending.” And he did se, and none but Enoch
knew of the precious treasure which the arches contained; nor knew the right
pronunciation of the great and sacred name 14T,

And behoid the wickedness of mankind increased more, and became
grievous in the sight of the Lord, and God threatened to destroy the whois
worid. Enoch perceiving that the knowledge of the arts was likely to be lost in
the general destruction, and being desirous of preserving the principies of the
sciences, for the posterity of those whom God should be pleased to spare, he
built twor great pillars on the top of the highest tmountain, the one of brass, 1o
withstand water, the other of marble, 10 withstand fire; and he engraved on the
marble pillar, hieroglyphics, signifying that there was a most precious ireasure
conceaied in the arches under ground, which he had dedicated to God. And he
engraved on the pillar of brass the principles of he liberal arts, particularly of
Masonry.

Methuselah was the father of Lamech, who was the father of MNoah, whoe
was a pious and good man. and beloved by God. And the Lord spake unto
Noah, saying, "Behold | wil! punish the sins of mankind with a gencral deloge;
therefore build an Ark, capable of containing thyself and family, as also a pair
of cvery living creature npon earth, and those only shall be saved from the
general destruction which I am about to inflict, for the iniquities of the
people.” —

And God gave unto Noah a plan by which the ark was to be construcied.
Noah was one bundred vears in building the ark; he was six hundred years old
when it was finished, and his son Seth was ninety-nize. His father Lameth had
dicd 2 short time before, aged 777 years. There was not at this time any of the
ancient pamiarchs living, save Methuselah, the grand father of Noak, who was
about 969 vears old, and it is supposed that he perished in the general ruin.
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The ark beipg finished, Noah, agreeable to the instructions he had received
from the Most High, went into it with his famtly, and took with him such things
as he was commanded.

The flood took place in the year of the word 1656 and destroved most of
the superb monuments of antiquity. The marble pillar of Enoch fell in the
general destruction: but by divine permission, the pillar of brass withstood the
water, by which msans the ancient state of the liberal ans. and particularly
Masonry, has been handed dowa to us.

We learn from holy writ, the history of succeeding times. till the Israeiites
became slaves to the Egyptians; from which bondage they were freed under the
conduct of Moses. We also learn from the Annals deposited in the Archives of
Scotland, that in a certain battle, the Ark of Alliance was lost in a forest and was
happily recovered by the roaring of a Lion, who couched at the approach of the
israelites —and who had destroved a number of the Egyptians who artempted o
carry it away.— He had kept in his mouth the key of the Ark, and which he
dropt at the approach of the High Priesy retiring to a distance without offering
any violence to the chosen peopie.

The sacred Bible also informs us, that Moses was beloved of God, and that
the Most High, spoke to him on Mount Sinai, in the B.B. To Moses God
communicated his divine law, written on tables of stone: with many promises of
a renewed alliance. He also gave him the true pronunciation of his sacred name;
which he told him should be found by some of his descendants, engraved upon
a piate of gold. It was at this time that Moses replied “Who art thou™ and God
said TV is my true name, that is. [ am that [ am, a strong and Jealous God.
Most mighty, Puissant. — God gave a strict command unto Moses, that no one
should pronounce his sacred name: so that in process of time the true
pronunciation was lost.

The same divine history particularly informs us of the different movements
of the [sraelites, until they became possessed of the land of promise, and of the

suceeeding events until the divine Providence was pleased o give the scepter 10
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David; who, though fully determined to build a temple 10 the Most High, conid
pever begin it that honor being reserved for his son.

Solomon, being the wisest of Princes, had fully in remetnbrance the
promise of God 10 Moses, that some of his descendants, in fullness of time,
should discover his holy name; and his wisdom inspired him to believe, that
this could mot be accomplished until he had erected and consecrated a temple to
the living God, in which be might deposit the precious treasures,

Accordingly, Sclomon began to build, in the fourth year of his reign,
agreeably 10 a plan given 1o him by David his father, upon the ark of atliance.

He chose a spot for this purpose, the most beautiful and healthy in all
Jerusalemn. In digging for a foundation they discovered the nuns of an ancient,
edifice. amongst which they found a very considerable quantity of treasure,
such as vases of gold and silver, urns, marble, porphyry, jasper and agate
columms, with a number of precious stones.

All the treasures were collected and carned to Sotomon, who, upen
detiberadon, concluded them 1o be the ruins of some ancient temple erected
before the flood; and possibly to the service of idolatry; he therefore declined
building in that spot, lest the worship of the Deity shoidld be profaned by the
place. He then made choice of another place where the Temple was erected.

You have already beern informed by the history of Masoary which you
have, al different times received, and by the melancholy death of our much
respected Master Hiram Abiff, that the Temple of Solomon was constructed by
the Craft; but there are some particulars respecting it with which you kave not
yet been made acquainted.

Solemon caused a Cavern to be buwilt under the Tempie, to which he gave
the narne of the SECRET VAULT., He ¢rected in this vault a iarge pillar of white
marble, o support the Sanctum Sanctorum and which by inspiration, he called
the piilar of Beauty, from the beauty of the ark, which it sustained.

There was a iong, narrow descent, which led from the palace of Solomon to
this vault, through nine arches, in regular succession; and to this place he used
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to retire privately, in company with Hiram of Tyre and Hiram Abiff when they
had occasion 1o enter upon things of a secret and important nature.

There were none slse then living, qualified to enter this sacred vault. The
loss of Hiram Aff disordersd their system for a time, as two were nol
permitted to enter the vauit, there being absolutely necessary, and as they were
consulting in what manner to Suppiy his absence, application was made to them
by some Intendants of the Building, Elected Knights, and Grand Master
Architects, who well knew there was a secret place under the Tempie. in which
the King, &c. before-mentioned, used to meet, solicidng the honor of being
admitted there; to whom Solomon replied with an open air “My Brethren, it
cannot now be pranted. Goxd will permit vou one day to armive at the knowledge
which you now solicn.”

Some days after this circumstance, Solomoen sent for the three Grand Master
Architects, JOABERT, STQKIN, and GBULUM, and directed them o go and
search once more, amongst the Ancient nuins, where 50 milch treasure had been
atready tound. in hopes of discovering more. They accordingly departed. and
ope of thern, namely Gibulum, in working with the pick-axe amosgst the
rubbish, came to the large iron ring, which he immediately made known 1o his
companions, who all concluded that it might lead to some curicus discovery;
and accordingly they worked with redoubled ardor, to clear awsgy the earth
around it, which, when they had done, they found it fixed in a large stone,
perfectly square. With much difficulty they raised it, when the mouth of a deep
and dismal cavern appeare:d.

Gibuium proposed to them that he would descend. A rope was accordingly
tied round his body, to facilitate hus retumn—he told them, that when he shock
the rope violently, they should immediately draw him up. He descended, and
presently found himself in an arched vault, in the floor of which was a secret
opening, throngh which he also descended, and in like manner through a therd.
Beipg now in the third vault, he found there was an opening for descending stll
farther; but being afraid to pursue his search, he gave a signal, and was hoisted
up by his two companions.
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He recounted to his companions what he had seen, and proposed to them to
descend by tumns, which they refused; upon this he detcrmined to descend
again, and t¢ld them, that through every arch be passed. he would gently shake
the rope. In this manner he descended from arch to arch, until he was lowered
into the sixth arch, when finding there was still another opening, his heart failed
him, and, giving the signal, he was again pulled up.

He acquainted Joabert and Stokin with the particulars of his second descent,
and now camestly urged that one of them should go down, as he was very
much fatigued: but, terrified at his relation, they both refused.  Gibulum then
receiving fresh courage, went down a third time, taking a lighted flambeay in
his hand. When he had descended into the ninth arch, a parcel of stene &
"~ monar suddenly fell in, and extinguished his hight; and he was immediately
struck with the sight of a triangular plate of gold, nchly adormed with precious
stoncs, the brilliancy of which struck bim with admiration and astonishment, on
which he made the Sign of Admiration, which was the same that Solomon and
Hiram King of Tyre made te him, when he came first with his two companions,
and requested to be admitted icto the sublime degrees. Gibulum fell prostrate
on his knees, with his right hand forming the sign of the Intimate Secretary, his
left hand behind him, shaking the rope three times, his companions assisted him
in re-ascending.

Gibulum reiated to his two companions the whole astonishing scene he had
been witness to; and they now being desirous of witnessing the discovery, all
concluded to go down together, by means of a rope ladder, which they made on
that occasion. When they had descended in1o the ninth arch, Joabert and Stokin
were struck with admiration and astonishment, and prostrated themselves with
Gibuium. When Joabert and Stokin had recovered themselves, they got up,
and seecing Gibulurn stll prostrate, they went and raised him, and said
HAMALACH GIBULUM, {which signifies, Gibulum i5 a good man, of, more
properly, Gibuium is an Angel) we must help bim, Afrer recovening themselves
they examined the plate more particularly. and found it was encrusted by an
agate of a tnangular form. They also observed certain characters engraved
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thereon, of the meaning of which they were then ignorant; they therefore
determined to carry the treasure 0 Solomon, and solicit the honor of being
admitted 10 the knowledge of this sublime mystery.

Early in the morming they arrived at the apartment of Solomon, who had the
King of Tyre with him. To them they presented the precious treasure they had
found. When the two Kings bebeld it, they were struck with amazement. and
made the same Sign of Admiration to the 3 Masiers, as they had made in the
pinth arch, and falling down on their knees, remained some time in ecstasy.
Solomon recovering from his surprise & seeing the King of Tyre stll on his
knees, raised him and said HAMALACH GIBULUM. They then examined the
sacred characters with atteation, and immediately knew them to be M, bt
would not explain them o the three Grand Master Aschitects. Solomon told
them that God had bestowed upon them a particular favor, in having permitted
them to discover the most precious jewels of Masenry;, by which he seemed to
mtimate their election, and as a reward for their zeal, constancy & fidelity, he
elected them Knights of the Ninth Arch, afterwards called The Roval Arch. He
further promised them an explanadon of the sacred and mysterious pame and
characters of the golden plate, when it shouid be fixed in the place designed for
it; and that be would then confer on them the most sublime and mysterious
degree of Royal Arch Masonry.

Solomon then expiained to them, how the promise of God, made to Noah,
Moses and his father David, was now accomplished. That promise which
assured them, that in fullness of time his name should be discovered, engraved
upon a plate of goid, that they were bound to defend the sacred characters, and
that they were not at liberty to pronounce the sacred name.

The Kings informed the three Knights, that until that tme they knew
nothing of that word but by tradition, and that in the course of its being handed
down, through a succession of ages, it had been much commrupted; but since they
were now in possession of the true characters, he would soon give them the
true pronunciation, to which honor they seemed 1o be 50 justly entited, both on
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account of personal menl, as also being so particularly elected by the Almighty,
to finish this great work.

The sacred name of the Eternal God must never be pronounced; 1t must be
lettered, & that with the greatest circumspection.

From the corruption of the said name, springs the Juba of the Moors, the
Jupiter of the Romans, and many others of a like nature. The true name is said
to have been visible in the Temple, at the time St. Jerome flourished, written in
the ancient Sarnaritan characters, and is still preserved in the hearts of sincere
Masons.

The two kings, accompanied by the three Knights, then took the sacred
treasure, and descended by the privaie way, through nine arches, into the secret
vault. They worked there together, and encrusied the golden plate ypon the
pedestal of the pillar of beauty, happy in being employed in so gletious a work.

After having finished the work, they prostrated themselves before the Grand
Architect of the Universe, paying him homage, adoration & praise for his signal
decrees in their favor.

The brilliancy of the plate and jewels were of themselves sufficient to give
light to the place. and to make and mark the principal ages of Masonry, 3, 5,7
and 9, which when multiplied by our well known calculation, makes 81, which
will be more fully explained in our gengral nstructions.

The two Kings then changed the name of the piace, from the SECRET to the
SACRED vauit; a place known only to the Grand Elect Perfect and Sublime
Masons.

It was now time 0 recompense the virmue of the three elected Masters and
Knights of the Royal Arch, Joabert, Stokin and Gitulum; the rwo Kings gave
the degree of Grand, Elact, Perfect, Masier and Sublime Masons, explaining to
them the sacred word engraved oo the golden plaie, that which was, and is, the
name of the sacred Omnipotence, a pronunciaton which has suffered muchk and
been greatly corrupted. This is the manner of prorouncing it— remark the
number of Leniers which compose these words, they are the mysterious
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oumbers of Masonry, which will be explained to you in the degree of
Perfecton.

The names of the syilables which compose the mysterious name are as
follows.

The last is the appellation which vou will koow when you are initiated into
the degree of Perfection. This mystenous word is covered by 3 pass words, 6
covered wordy, and by 3 touches, preceding the figurative signs, before you
arrive at the true one.

The three newiy elected Masters took their obligations before God, never 10
pronounce openly the sacred word—and, never to admit any Mason, to this
sublime degree, who had not given proofs of his zeal and attachment to the
Craft and always to use the same ceremony in commemorating the mysterious

history of the divine 7™ was the Bumning Bush where God made the Patriarch
Moses promise the same.

10m the authority of Ancient M.5.5. of Albany Br. Yates changey fno 10 Juz,
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The number of the grand and sublime elecied, were at first three, and now
comsisted of five; o wit Solomon— Hiram King of Tyre, Joabert, Stokin and
Gibulom; and contipued so unt} the Temple was completed and dedicated;
when king Solomon, as a reward for their faithful services, admitted to this
degree the twelve Grand Masters, who had faithfully presided over the twelve
tribes of Isracl, since the death of Hiram Abiff also one other Grand Masters,
eminent for their virtue, were chosen Knights of the Royal Arch, and shortly
afterwards were admitted to the sublime degree of Perfection,

The mine Knights of the Royal Arch tyled the nine Arches, which led 1o the
sacred vault; the most ancient, stood in the Arch next the vault, and so on in
regular progression; the youngest taking his station in the first Arch, which was
- near to the private apartment of Sulomon. None were suffered to pass, bint
those who proved themselves to be properly qualified, by giving the following
pass words, —

The brother who gives the sacred word in the inside of the sacred vanlt, is
obliged to give another pass-word—vizl, SHIBOLETH, 3 tmes with an
aspiration.

You have been informed in what manner the number of the Grand Elect was
augmented to twenty-seven, which is the cube of three; they consisted of two
Kings, three Knights of the Royal Arch, twelve Commanders of the twelve
tribes, nine clected Grand Masters, and one Grand Masier Architect.

There were living at that time, 3568 other ancient Masters, who had
wrought in constructing the Temple. These began to be extremely jealous of the
pre-emunence shewn 1o the twenty-five brethren, for they often saw them
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admitted to the apartment of the King, witich was shut to them. They deputed
therefore, a ceftain number to wait oo King Sclomon, with their compliments,
to request that similar honors might be conferred on them. The King heard
them with attention and with the most benign air imaginable, gave them for
answer, that the twenty-five Masters were jusily entitled to the honors conferred
ot them, for their unceasing ardor, and inviclable fidelity in the work that had
been committed to them. Go, said he, in peace. God may one day permit, that
you may be rewarded according to vour deserts.

Upon this, one of the deputies, by no means satisfied with this mild reply,
turned round to his companions saying (with an unbecoming degree of warmth)
what occasion have we for an higher degree? we know the word has been
¢hanged; we can travet as Masters and receive pay as such.

Solomon was much moved at this, but would not rebuke them, but spoke in
the following terms; The ancient members whom | have advanced to the degres
of perfection, have in a particular manner deserved this favor from me. They
have wrought hard in the ancient nuns, and although the undertaking was
difficult and fuil of horror, they penetrated into the bowels of the earth, from
whence they brought in immense treasure to enrich and beautify the ternpie of
God; go in fear, wait with patience, & aspire to perfection by good works.

The Deputies retumed and made report of their reception o the Masters,
who were assembled to hear it. These Masters, hasty and impadent, in their
dispositions, and of consequence vexed at the refusal, determined, one and ali,
to go to the ancient ruins, and search under ground. with a view of arrogating
the merit. so necessary for attaining their desires.

Accordingly they departed naxt moming, and presenty after their arrival,
discovered the iren by means of which they raised the square stone, and found
the entrance into the arches. They immediately prepared a ladder of ropes, and
descended, with lighted flambeaux; but no sooner had the last descended, than
the nine arches fell in upon them, and they were no more heard of.

The Ancient Word that was corrupted was lost with them, no person having
known it since.
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Solomon soon heard of this dreadful accident, and sent Joabert, Stokin and
Gibulom to inform themselves more particularly of the matter.  They
accordingly departed at break of day, and upon their amival, were perfectly
astonished at the stange appearance of the place. There were no remains of the
arches to be seen; nor could they leam, that one single person of all those who
had descended, escaped the destrucnon.

They examined the place with diligence, but found nothing of note, except a
few pieces of marble, upon which were engraved cenain hiereglyphics; these
they carried back with them to Solomon, and related what they had seen. The
King sent for some persons skilled in hierogiyphic knowledge, and from their
imterpretation, was fully assuted, that those pieces of marble were a part of the
marble pillar that had bece crected by Enoch; and the mins in which they had
found s0 much treasure, were those of the Temple which he had consecrated 10

Lights are armanged according o the
several stages of Masonry, viz!, three behind Junior Warden, five behind Senior
Warden, seven in the south, and nine behind the Master,

The Right Worshipfui and Most FPerfect Master represents Solomon, seated in
the east, dressed in royal robes and hawving a crown and scepler placed an a
pedestal before him.  The two Wardens must be placed in the west and an the
rght hand of the Right Worshipful sits the Grand Tressurer with a fabfe of
perfumes before him, an which is a sifver hiodd and a Qold frowel. On his feff hand
sits the Grand Secretary with a fable before him with shew bread with 7 loaves, a
cup of red wine for fibation, apd afso jewels for e candidates at their receplion.

proved themselves guiltless.”

Then the Master of Ceremanies shews e Candidate the Brazen Sea, o

which he goes and washes his hands. He then returns between the hao
Wardens and the Masler proceeds—

*You are now introduced, my dear Brother, into the most sacred place of
Masgonry; the most sacred mysteries of which are now going to be revealed to
you. The rampart of this degrec has been propetly guarded by the strictest care
of the Grand Elect against every vile discover; when the 3 first degrees has been
laid open to the public eyes of the world. We are now going to confirm vou in
our Grand secrets, as we are certain of your discretion, & have no doubt among
us concerning you. Come then, my dear Brother, and add to our tranquillicy,
by swearing inviolable fidelity to us.”

Than the Master of Ceremonies makes him take 8 quick and 1 sfow step to
the Master—with the sign of Efected Master on him, he kneels and fakes the

1 — - do promise and vow on the Holy Bible, in the presence of the Grand
Architect of the Universe, & before this respectable Lodge of Grand, Elect,
Perfect & Sublime Masons, to be cterpally faithful in my Religion. 1 promise
never to take up arms against the Stale, nor to enter into any conspiracy against
the same, or to know of such without making it known.

The Candidate remains on his knees, whife the Masier of Ceremonies casies
the hod and trowet, to the Master who ancints his head, Nps, and heart, with the
hoty oit which anointed David and the wise Solomon, and says—“By the power
committed to me, which I have acquired by my assiduity, labor, constancy &
integrity — [ make sacred your eyes, lips and beart with boiy o1l which anointed
the penitent David and the wise Solemon. 1 stamp you with an ardent zeal of
the Great Archifect of the Universe to the end that you will always live in his
adorable presence and that he may always be in your mind and heart— that zeai
and constancy may always rule your actions,”

Then raising the Candidets the Master presents him with the bread and wine,
saying~—""Eat with me this bread. and drink this wine, in the same cup with me,
and learn therefrom 1o succor each other mumally & graciously.”

He then presents him the goid ring, saying— "Receive this ring as a token of
alliance, and to shew that you have made a contract with virtue and with the
viruous. Do promise me, my dear Brother, never to give it o any, but your
wife, your eldest sog, or your nearest friend.”™
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Alter this ceremony the Brethren alf eat of the bread and drink the wine, and
maxe a Libation according to the ancient custom thal was practiced at sachfices.
This being finished, the Masler decorates the Candidate with the omamen!s of
the degree, and says—"l now salute you, my dear Brother, and give you title
of Grand, Elect, Perfect & Sublime Mason, & with inexpressible pleasure [
decorate you with the symbols thereof. Receive this nbbon of the Order, the
triangle appended thersto, represents the Delta on which was engraved by
Enoch, the holy name which is the principle object of our mystery, and which
was accomplished by the uimost labor, trouble & danger without having a
knowledge of what it was. The red color represents to you two things— first,
the rays that encompass the Buming Bush when Moses recetved the first ime
the sacred name, and secondly the preeminence of the Grand, Elect, Perfect &
Subiime Masons aver all other Brethren of inferior degrees.

The Jewel that hangs arocund your neck gives us a great deal of useful
instruction— first, the Crown designs the Roval origin of Masoary.

20dly__The compass and cirele of 90 degrees represents the operation of the
most imporiant things which the Grand, Elect. Perfect and Sublime Masons
profit by, and

3dy_.The sun designs the superiority of their rank, and the triangle
represents the sacred name of the Divinity or Delta which was found by the
Knights of the Ninth Arch—all of which is suspended on vour breast, to the
end that you may continually see the omaments of our digmitv, so that we
shouid never fail in the duties imposed on us by the instruction of an History.
The matters which I shall now confer on vou wiil perfect voun i the study of

The Grand, Eect, prefect and Sublime Masons were not
by any means to be seduced to determine in favor of Candidates who were
unworthy, but received those (of a1 the nmost hazard to themselves) who
appeared deserving of that Hoaor. The principal members of the Granid, Elect,
perfect and Sublime Masons, being abie workmen, passed from Jerusalem after
the dedication of the Temple, and dispersed themselves among the neighboring
nations, to instruct themn in the Truth of the Royal Craft, but with the precaution
of only initiating the tnales, and those of a free and etninent understanding.
Notwithstanding this resolve, Masons in the inferior degrees multiplied over the
face of the earth —their numbers increased beyond measure, by which means
their secrets were disclosed; their knowledge was made common, and they were
keld in no high esteem. The Grand. Elect, Perfect & Sublime Masons aniy,
had the precaution to conceal the higher Mysteries, by coming 10 a resolutton
not to raise any higher than a Master and if such were not circumnspect in their
words, actions and lives, to give themn no further knowiedge. As it was
through the impredence of some of the Brethren in the 3 lower degrees, that
Cowans frequently obtained their Signs and tokens. These disorders chagnined
the Perfect Masons (who luckily at that time were but few 10 number,) they took
great pains to stop the contagion but ali their endeavors were in vain, the Crafi
degencrated I[nsensibly. Receptions were obtained too easily. the intervals
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betwezn degrees were broke into too hastily and were scares separated at all. In
the end they were not preferred by ment, but preferring amusement to
Instruction, innovations increased and new doctrines arose, which destroyed
the old (that they ought to bave adhered ). These differences occasioned
disputes, quarrels, heart burnings, and dissensions, which in the end produced
a total discovery of our works —for which we grieve, and by which masonry
suffered in the three first Degrees. Happy it is for us who have the corsolation
of knowing the secret of the Grand, Elect, Perfect & Sublime Masons—let us
endeavor to render it impossible for this degree 1o share the same fate as the
three lower; let us be animated with zeal to procure that Ancient perfection. We
travel 1o obtain their science and to follow their direction, in order to get a full
knowledge of their noble occupation. The study and imtiaton of the Grand
Architect of the Universe were always their principle object, and his holy name
was the Ancient Masters Word. Solomon chose that word expressly in order 1o
fill the principle workmen with due reverence for the great God, 10 whom the
temple was dedicated, and also to excite them never to neglect the Execution and
Duties of their office; so that the Masters uniformly followed their Occupation
with this their Grand secret: The Sign, Token and Words of which make a pans
of this degree. The sage King knew all the force of this Holy Name—he knew
that the Grand Architect of the Universe appeared to Moses in the Burning Bush
(near which our Lodge is kept) and declared to tum that this was his name, and
that he was the only one of the patriarchs that knew it; acd futher that he wouid
be izvoked by no other name in the Temple, which he would order to be built in
the land of promise, upon the plan and design of the Tables of the law to be
deposited theretn. This his holy name having so great a report ir, and to, the
construction of the temple, was the reason of its being made the Masters Word.
When Hiram Abiff was killed, we being convinced of his cowrage and
discretion in never disclosing this secret 1t was resolved never to entrust a
matter of this importance in the future to a single person; therefore the Master's
Sign, Token and Word were changed ass it is before related, and not other than
the Ancient Masters knew it, unul it was taken by the Knight= of the Royal Arch
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frotn the Delta in the mins of Enoch, where was wrote the true name that was
made the principle object of the perfection of Masonry. Solomon and Hiram
King of Tyre being satisfied in having placed in safety the precious deposit of
the Grand, Eilect, Perfect and Sublime Masons under the 5:$: he named this
place the Sacred vauit, a denomination truly just; becanse there was nothing on
the Pedestal, save the Divine Delta. and this column was the thind that supported
the Temple of which you know everything but indifferently, and have always
been kept ignorant of the true situation of the Hebraic name thereof, which is
that of the Grand Architect of the Universe, and which is called the piilar of
perfection and systzins wonderfuily the most beautiful place in the Universe.
The curious Cowans have not been able to discover the place were this sacred
word was deposited, as it was always kept a secret from all Masons, but those
of the Roya! Arch and of this degree. A strict guard was ever kept at the deor,
o prevent admission to any but the Grand, Elect, Perfect & Sublime Masons,
who repaired there to contemplate the mystery of the sacred word, and there
was vne substituted in tts place for the Inferior degrees, so that it was not
possible for any greater precaution 1o be taken by tlis wise prince, to preserve
this great name from all profage persons, and which mie has always been
observed by the Grand Elect, who lived after him, and were possessed of this
zeal, and which has been handed down to each other. Then Commenced the
unity of the fratemity, which was sworn by the grand, Elect, to which this
word was a seal. The Tempile was finished in the vear of the world 3000, being
six months and six days from Solomon's laying the first stone, and finished
with the utmost pomp, brilliancy, and magnificence.

This ceremony being over, Solomon gave audience for three days
successively to all the Brethren, The first day was two the Elected Masters who
were introduced into the sacred vault—the Knights of the Royal Arch 1ok care
of the Arches of the vauit, & guarded the entrance thereto, at the same tme the
Grand Masters Architect were in the kings Apartment. He qualified with the
Degree of Perfection, the most virtuous among the two orders, & made them
promise solemaly, to live by themselves in peace and unicn and benevolence in
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Imitation of their deceased Chief, and that the basis of their actions might like
him, be that of Wisdom, justice and equify, and to kesp a profound silence
relative to their mysteries, & never to reveal them o any one who did not
deserve this signal favor by their zeal, fervor & constancy, & to assist mutally
cach other by their works, and to punish seversly treason, perfidy & injustice.
On which he gave them his blessing 7 discovered to them the Ark of Alltance
open, from which the grand Architect of the Universe used 1o deliver his
oracles. He ordered many sacrifices and admimed thern to a holy Libation, he
embraced them and gave to zach gold ring, as a proof of the alliance they had
contracted with virmue and the virtuous. He gave them wany présent with
permission 10 stay or retire as they should choose.

The second day Sclomon gave admittance to the Masiers and Knights
Elected in the heart of the Tempie, & made themn promiss as the others had
done, that they never would depart from the priociples of virme, of which their
ancient choef was a model; always 1o live united & to help cach other in their
works. He bestowed on them the degree of Grand Master Architect &
decorated therm with all the honors relatve thereto, & made them promise that
they would be faithful guardians of their mysteries & never to comumunicate
them 1o any who did not merit them. He bestowed on them many favors and
permitted them to s1ay or tetire at their discretion.

The third day Solomon gave audiencs 1o the Fellow Crafts and Apprentices
in the Eastern part of the Temple. He gratified the Fellow Crafts who appeared
10 him 1o be virmous, with the degree of Master, and the Apprentices with that
of Fellow Craft. He introduced them into the porch of the Temple, and made
them of both degrees, promise never 1o depart from the pnnciples of virtue, of
which their Ancient Chief was their pattern, and tc be always united, assisting
each cther mutually, and 10 keep secret among them, the Sign, Token and Word
of each Degres, and never to communicate them to any but those who should
merit it, by their poodness, and were known to be viruous: he joaded them
with presents, and permifted them 1o stay or go where they pleased, he also
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gave order to his Intendants to defray their expenses, unti! they should amive at
their own Countries and homes.

King Sclomen so0 wise and so just, in all that he had done, became in his
latter days deaf to the voice of the Lord, proud of knowing himself to be the
greatest Monarch on earth, and having built a Temple so farge, that the structure
and magnificence of it was the admiration of the Universe: Soon the king did
forget the goodness of God, and gave himsetf up to licentiousness & idolatry;
his shamefui & excessive complacency to his wives, led him into their vices,
and by that means destroyed the piaty of hig forraer life, and drew upon him the
displeasure of the Aimighty. He also profaned the hoiy temple by offering the
incense 1o the idot Moloch, which should have been burnt in the 5:8: This
¢onduct of the King was soon imitated by a great part of the nation. and was
viewed with a great deal of concemn, anxiety and detestation by all good men
and Masons, who brought up their children in his paths of vire , & according
iy the tenets they bad received by the holy and respectable union that substituted
among therm. They alse endeavored by their counsel and good example to deter
& dissuade their f2llow citizens from that impiety and sacrilepge, which they was
30 guiity of, but despairing of being able t¢ succeed, they remembered in the
pitterness of their heans the vengeance that god had taken on their forefathers
for their disobedience. They imagined that lightning would fall on their heads,
and that the superb Tempie wonld be laid low. that Jentsalem wouid be
destroyed, & that their children would suffer for the iniquities of the nation, by
a dreadful slavery. These expectations determined the greatest part of the good
masons 0 banish themselves voluntarily out of Judea, so that they might not be
inspectors, & sharers in the expected horror & destruction, whenever it should
bappen.

The crime of the name having ardived at their utmost pitch. & the time come,
when god had resolved to deliver them into the hands of their Enemies—
Nabuchadnezzar, King of Babylooa, by means of Nebuzaredan his General, laid
siege to Jerusalern which he took. and baving Mastered all Judea, he razed the
wails and destroved to the foundation the Temple of the living God. took the
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inhabitants witk their King Zedekiah captive into Babylon, exporting with him
all the niches of thier Temple, This event happened according to Josephus 470
years 6 months and 10 days after its dedication,

The Grand, Elect, Perfect & Sublime Mascen who was left at Jerusalem,
defended it with intrepidity, but coutd not resist the force & wvivacity of the
conquecors, they were not under any concern about the riches of the place, oor
had they any inguietude concerning the Treasure thereof, but only, least the
sacred vault showld be ransacked, these lively apprehensions remained in the
bitierness of their hearts 1o se¢ the tempile ruined and destroyed.

They intrepidly exposed themselves to the fury of the soldiers who guarded
the door, ill they penetrated through the ruins in the sacred vault, and search
with great ardor, til! they found the golden plate, on the cubic tnangular stone of
agate. They also found there the body of Galahad. the son of Sophoris, who
was 4 man of note among the Perfect masoens, & chief of the Levites,

(Galahad was, at the time, chief guard of the sacred vault, 10 take care of the
burning lamps, and 1o adore and contemplate the Insffable Word. He was a
man equal to Hiram Abiff who 400 years earlier had lost his life rather than
disclose the secret of the Master. This Galahad preferred being buried alive in
the ruins of the Temple rather than discover (by his departure) the Treasure 1o
be defiled by the hands of the barbarians. They all cried MAHA MAHARABAC,
God be biessed, we have found it—and this is the 38 pass word and the most
necessary 10 be known by the faithful guardtans of the sacred treasure.

I as difficult 1o express the other demonstrations of joy, with which they
were filled at this time. The immediately set to work to efface this sacred name, ,
that it should no more be legible, to run any risk of it being discoveired by the '
tapious. They put said golden plate in the ark which contained the tables of the
Law & other precious treasures, broke down the cubic agate stone {(as they
found it impossible to carry it off) oversetting the column or pedestial, on which
the sacred name had been deposited. They dug 27 feet deep and there sunk the
Ark of Alllance with its covering and contents. They took from Galahad the
robes of chicf of the Levites, consisting of a tary and vestment of fine linen,
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and covered him with the marble tables which were deposited in the sacred
vault, and found also by Gibulum, Joabert & Stokin io the mins of the holy
patriarch Engch, when they retired satisfied, resolving never to trust in the
future to anything, but their memory of carrying down to postenty by tradition
that Ineffable Name, from which comes the custom of spelling letter by letter
the holy name of names, without ever joining a syllable-—an vsage afterwards
observed when the Temple was rebuilt under Cyrus, & has been partticularly
observed among us. The Grand priest in the middle of a small nomber of
Perfect Brethren who formed a citcle like a chain, used to spell it once a year in
the Temple, giving orders to the people to make a great noise. less they should
be head by them,

By their having so great a circumspection, they lost the method of writing &
pronouncing this great name. They were uncertain of the number of letters
which composed it, & by stopping and giving the syllables, the tme
pronunciation, which has securely rested to this time only with the Grand,
Hlect, Perfect & Sublime Masons, As God permitted the Ancient Masiers, who
were not Flected, and who had the knowledge of this word, before the death of
Hiram Abiff, & who had treated Solomon so ill, to form the blamable profect of
pencirating into the ancient ruins of Enoch, by which means they were all
destroyed. The Grand, Elect, Perfect & Sublime Masons who had penctrated
into the ruins of the Temple at Jerusalem for the purpose of securing this
inestimable treasure, & who bad so happily succeeded—left Judea & traveled
into strange lands & new Countries into Egypt, Syria and Scythia, even to the
deserts of Thebias, others passed the Seas and took shelter o the southem
climes. poncipally in England. Scotland & lreland, where they continued
faithfui in virme, assisting ¢zch other, and knowing no superiority among them,
but only of those who excelled in virtue and good waorks, by this means they
became the Admiration of the people among whom they had taken refuge, &
excited them to the practice of their virtues, which determined many to enter the
society of pood Masons, beseeching them to be initiated into their mysteries.
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The good Brethren chose among thern the most eminent & acquaipted them
with their History, and exhoned them 10 deplore the uncentainty of buman
affairs, of which King Solomon was a remarkabie exampie; % shun vice and
practice virtue, in imitaton of their Master Hiram Abiff, & to crown their zzal
and constancy by imitating them in their mysteries. Some of the few who
preserved themselves from the general corruption, having with a regret of hean
secn some of their Brethren depan from the road of virtue, 100k a resolutcn of
keeping & preserving their secrets, & remembering certain Signs, which the
folly of their Brethren made them forger— they separated themselves from them
as if they were not countrymen.

The time armved when the Chnstian princes combined together for
conquering the holy land, and delivering Jerusalem out of the hands of the
Turks, who had it in possession. The good & virluous Masons worthy of the
heritage of those who buiit the Tempie, voluntarily coniributed to the executon
of so holy an enterprise, & offered their service to the confederate princes on
these conditions, that they showld have no other Chief but one of their own
choosing. The pninces accepled their offer & they hoisted their own Standard
and departed. In the twrult and disorder of the war they sdll retained the
principles of virtue of which their father had given them the model; they lived
perfectdy united, lodging together in the same tents without any distinction of
rank they knew any general, but in ume of battle, redring cn an Equality &
giving mumal assistance {0 each other, and cxtending their charity to the
indigent & even 1o their Enemies. [n all their actions they sustained & gave
proof of their great valor & frequently resisted the whaole force of the enemies
troops. The confederates theriselves could not withstand the violent
impetuously of the Turks. But the Brethren reestablished the combat and
courage and intrepidity. On signal given they would attack, open, close, rally
& fall on the enemy with such impetucsity & firmness that nothing could resist
them. These prodigies of valor succeeded alternately—ihe south wing did not
destroy so fast, as did the Masons, on every occasion; Their order, their
iotrepidity in all dangers, joined to the wisdom, the union, the chanty & the
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disinterestedness of the Brethren in refusing to partake of the spoils of the field,
awakened with the artention, principaily of the Knights of Jerusalem, when they
caime to have a knowiedge of the heroes, & saw them entreated their Alliance.

What a moving spectacle was it to see those Illustrious Kaights, such
worthy defenders of religion, throwing themselves into the arms of those
Masonic heroes, calling them their fathers, & offering them the tnibute of a
grateful acknowledgment. The generous Mason replied that tribute was only
due 0 the Grand Architect of the Universe. That they took up arms to defend
the common cause, that Judea was their ancient country, & that their fathers bad
been obliged to abandon it for many years, the particular circumstances of
which, when they reflected on, brought tears from their eyes,

The princes were surprised [0 meet with so great virtue among the Brethren,
and requested to be admitted into their society, & to be particularly initiated into
their mysteries. The Masons replied that wisdom, justice & probity, peace,
good manners & equity, fricndship & union. were the principal laws which
charmed themn, & their zeal & fervor were recompensed, by partaking of the
mysteries of which they had become worthy by their constancy.

The Knights of 5t. John of Jerusalem readily assented to what the Masons
had laid down 10 them, & were injtiated into all their mystertes, instructed in the
History, & learnt of them the Grand Mysteties of universal religion &
benevolence, & by the Instructions of the Ancient Masens, Masonry in general
has been gloriously perpetuated from apge to age in all Europe & part of
America; & although there has been many revelarions in the form of Empires &
Kingdoms, yet have they never affected our gloricus profession. which has
been handed down to us, my dear Brethren, in all its primitive purity.

Let us therefore offer up our pravers at the footstool of the Grand Architect
of the Universe, that we may never be divided, & that Masonry may continue
throughout all ages. Amen. Amen. Amen.

All the Knights are decorated wiffi 2 broad green watered ribbon, from the
fight shoulder 10 the left hip, & wooden Bridge painfed on thal pert of it which
rests on the night shoulder with the fetters YH in gold.  These jefters signify
YAVERON HaMAM—Liberty of passage for Free Masons.

Order.—The nbbon must be strewed with heads and limbs of bodies newly
sigin, broken pieces of swords, crowns, sceplers &2, &c and the word Starburnal
in large lefters one half on each side of the Badge.

Jewel —At the bollom of the order musi be suspended a smalfl Eastern Saber
i & sheath of crimson.

There must be nop deaths heeds or gry bones, nor any biack colors, which
have the appearance of mourning. The Knights of the east showd never go in
mourning for any person, and why should he? Dn considering the happy
reviiution of Masons, when they friumphed victorously in & Combal, wheremn
some were Slain but thase under Surturales who endeavored fo oppose their
passage, conlrary to the orders of the greatest King in Persia.

The Green water cofored ribbor is the only proper on for them, as wefll on
account of the viclory they oblained, as the cofor of the river on which banks they
tiumphed. The interspersion of Limbs, heeds &c. is a nalural representation of
whal heppened on the banks and bridge of the river Euphrales, whose green
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water after the bioody batile, was linged with Asswian blood, and covered with
their limbs, heads and bedies. The River is called by the Knights of the East,
SATARAUZANAI, fhe name of fhe Chief of the adversanes who opposed the
budiding of the tempile; which signifies recovered Arf, as we are faught in the
Talimud, a signification which agrees with the propositicn of the Knights of the
East, a name composed of 12 Letters which being added fo the other words of
the order, form the mysterious number 81 a5 shall be fully explained hersailter

Apron—The Apron is a white skin, lined with red bordered with green. Gn

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Within the Temple, on a line with the Ark, and below the Sun, stands
Mount HOREB — Known by ail Masons, represented by the Inidal ietter of its
name H. — Under the Moon in the left side stands Mount GABALON, marked
by the initial 5.~ On this mount the sacrifices were made before the Temple
was butlt,

At the south gate is a hand holding a trowel and 5 steps. opposite the gate,
in a hod for carrying of mortar, under the 518 step arc a heap of Cubic Stones fit
for use, and a little further off, & heap of unhewn stones to fortify the building.

At the north gate is 2 hand armed with a sword and 3 steps, under which is
a trophy of arms for the use of the builders in case of urgent necessity.

Lower down are figured the vases. umns, and other sacred omaments of
both Temples, the Moilten Sea, the Table of bread of proportion, the
Candlesticks with 7 branches, the altar of perfumes, placed immediately below
the steps, and surrounded by the instruments of the sacrifice.

In the center of the draft below the 7 steps is the Bible, Syuare and
Compass. —

Somewhat lower on another Line, on the righ{ hand. are represented a
shovel, laver & Cutting hammet, and on the 34 line on the above side, a Lavel,
perpendicular, cube, Triangle and a quadrangle, so disposed that they may
occupy the whole Lodge from North to South on the same line,

Upon another ling is placed triangular wise a rule, chisel, & mallet and in
the center of the void upon the bank of the river, the word Judez or the initial 1.

You see in the north a square stone with a ring in it, and the opening of it
covered, being the representation of Enoch’s Tempie. which was built under
ground and was composed of @ Arches—and in the south you see an Egyptian
pyramid.

The draft towards the west end is traversed from North to South by the
River Euphrates, called by the Knights of the East STARBUZANAI, over the
middle of which is a wooden bndge, for the passage of Free Masons to get to
Judea. On the bridge are seen the 2 Initials Y & H which means, a free
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passage to Free-Masons. You see floating in the river heads, trunkless bodies
& Limbs, broken crowns & Sceplers. —

On the west side of the river, opposite 10 the bridge is the word Syra, and
at each extremnity of the river, oo the same side, is represented a Colume of
chains & Triangular links, and in the middle of these chains, the Candlesuck of
7 branches overset.

On the right is a mountain, on which is the letter T representing the quarry
of Tyre from whence the stone was taken for the construction of the Temple —
and on the left is 4 mountain with the Letter L representing Mount Lebanon,
from which the timber was taken. Below the Mount is. a small oblong square
Tomb of Sedicias,? the last King of the race of David.

On the West side of the Bride, and opposite to it, are the two broken
Columans of B & ] crossing #ach other.

At the bottom of the draft is represented the plan of the City of Babyloa in
nins.~— Undemeath the Quarry of Tyre, is a heap of imanguiar chains
broken, —

Each article of the explanation of the drafi includes a mysiertous sense,
which will be explained to you in the instructions which will be hereafter given
10 you—at least, such & part of it—as is consistent with the degrees you have
received. The rest must remain an enigma, until the moment when truth shall be
whoily unveiled to you in the higher degrees. Happy moment! When Free
masons shall be wholly anached to the first principles of the Craft, as that only
can give ug any rational arrangement, on a sclid and permangnt situation of
happiness. Happy are they who are initiated into our mysieries, but happier are
they whose virtues render them deserving of it

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END OF THE EXPLANATION OF THE DRAFT

All the members are styled princes, by the Sovereign, and among themsefves
they have the title of Excellency.

The Candidate represents IERUBABEL. The door of the Cowuncil must be
guarded By the two youngest Knights, armed with thew pikes, one stands within
the other without. All the Knights are fo be armed  with Javeling, and when the
Sovergign enters the council they form an Arch therewith, for him o pass through.

15t __The Sowvereign represents CYRUS, or DARIUS. ARTAXERXES or
LONGIMANUS whose names he assumes indifferentfy—he is placed in e east
under & canopy, on a Throne dressed in iis royaf robes,

279 __The Grand Keeper of the Seafs is calied NEHEMIAS, he is pfaced o
the nght hang of the Sovereign, and should never feave his piace even for a
visiting Prince of Jerusalemn, who are able 1o teke their seats on his right

3 _The Grand General cafled SATARBUZANES takes his stand in the west of
the Council an the right side.

4N _The Grand Treasurer calied MITHRIDATES is placed in the west, on the
right of the Grand General,

5h _The Grand Orator, of Minister of State, calleg EZDRAS, is placed on the
feft of the Sovereign.

The other Brathren, princes, place themsehves indifferentiy on either side, |t is
nat forbigdden the council lo nominate the 5 Grand officers from among the
Brethren in case of the absence of all or either of the officers.

There are no Wardens in this Council.
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§ To Open.
The Grand Geperal of the Army In the West shall open the Council by saying,

“Brother Knights, the Sovereign assembies us t¢ hold a Council, here he
comes, let us be attentive to which he proposes to us.”

The Sowereign then enfers suddenly & passes in the manner already
mentioned fo his Throne—he sirikes his oot sitool with his dawn sword, and
says— "Princes the Council is Open.”

He safites the Knights by putling his right hand on his heart, and bowing, his
crown or hat orn.

All the Princes retumn the salle in the same manner, holding their halks in their

feft hands, pulting the point of their lances to their heart, bowing, when hey fake
their seals.
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§. Reception

The Candidate stands on the oulside of the Counct door, covered with a
farge biack crape from his head I his breast, and stands 50 sear that the Guard
within can hear his sighs.

A5 soon as the fnner Guards hear his sighs he half cpens the door, to see
what js the marler, and seging fim o be a man in mourning, he shuis the door
briskly, and goes ang scquaints the Grand Geperal of the Amy with # who
feaves his seal without speaking, goes fo the Candigate and asks hm the
folfowing questions, which he answers, being prompied by the Guard without (fn
8 severe tone of voice)—What do you want here?

A. Tbeg you will procure me the honor of spraking to the King.

. Who arc you?

A. A Jew by nation, 2 Prince by blood, descended from the reigus of David
of the ribe of fudah.

What is your name?

. Zemibabel.

What is your age?

Eighry One years.

What motives bring you hither?

The fears and distresses of my Brethren,

Then the General of the Army says—"Wait awhile. T will go 1o the King,
and intercede for you.”

He theri sirikes ihe bottom of the door with his foot, it is opened by the guard
wiy recogriring the general gives him admitfance, who goes o the fool of the
Thione, and refates to the Sowereign what he had heard—who orders him to
admit Zervbabel with his face veiled with a crape,
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The General, bowing profoundly, goes to Zerubabel and sayps o him-—"You
have found grace before the greatest of the Kings of the Eanth, he suffers you 1o
appear in his presence veiled.”

The Ganersl of the Army then gives on siroke on the door, which is opened,
and he introduces the Candidate, covered with bleck crape. The Guards having
previousty examined himn, that he conceals no arms, with which he might aiternpt
the jife of the Sovereigh.

As the Candidale passes through the councll alf the Knights stand, with their
swonds drawn or their lances in their hands, and their hats on.

The general conducts the Candidale (o the foo! of the Throne wherg he
kneeis, The Minister of Stales, unvelis the face, and asks him the following
questions—

£. What brings you hither?

A. [come to impiore the Bounty & Justice of the King.

. On what occasion?

A. To beg a grace for my Brethren masons, who have been in captivity
these 72 years.

Q. Who are you?

A. Zerubabel, a Hebrew Prince, of the biood of David.

. What is the grace you ask?

A To set my Brethren free, to suffer us to return 10 Judea, and restore the
temple, revive the laws of the God of battles, and the ordinances of Moses,

A signaf :5 made o Zerubabel o withdraw, who /5 conducied o the door by
the general of the Army, and is escorted oul by some of the Guargd, the others
shyt the door,

The Sovereign then addresses the Knights as foftows— Princes, | have for a

long time past meditated on giving the Captive Masons their liberty, it troubles
nx to s¢e these people in chaing. Their God, whom they call their Mighty God,
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has appeared to me in a vision, and me thought this god, threatened me, like a
raging Lion, ready to fail on & devour me. Me thought I heard two words from
his mcuith, which signifies in our langnage “Give my people their Liberty, or
thou shalt surely die.” From you, therefore beloved Princes, I expect council,
what must [ do with the people of Zerubabel.

The King having ceased speaking, the whole Counci! observes a profound
sitence. The Minister of Siate, gathers the suffrages of each Knight, and reports
the same in the Kings right ear. who commands the General of the Army o
introduce Zerubabel. ARer introducing him with a white robe, girded with a broad
green nhban, and in this sitvation he brings him op o the throne, when fatling on
his knees, the King says—

Rise, I grant your request, [ consent that Israel be set at liberty, and that
they may be permitted vo returm to their own Country, or remain in my
dominions. And that you may be enabled to build a temple to the Mighty God,
all the vases & omaments of the old Temple, shail be restored for the adormment
of the new. Furthermore, I appoint you Chief of all the Jewish Nation. and
command that they obey you as such, and as an authentic mark of my good will
I shall arm you with a termible sword to combat vour engmies and make you
formidable to such of your Brethren as might arpuse the Country to cabul

against you. I command my general Satarbuzanes to instruct you in the art of
war.

As s00n as the King has armmed Zerubabe! with a sword, he s conducted by
the General of the Army o one side of the Council, where he teaches him the
method of making himseff known, and asks Rim the foflowng questions, the
answears fo which are prompted by Mithridates. —

. Where is your Country situated?
A. Beyond the River Euphrates to the East of Syria; its name is Judea.

-~ Knight of the East, or Sword w.

¢. What are the names of those who are captive?
A, Israel. Divided into mibes, that of Henjamin and Juda.

After these gueshions Starbuzanes says lo him—My dear Brother, 1 rejoice
at the favor you have received from our Sovercign. By his bounty you and
your nabion are now become free, He has armed you with a sword, to defend
against yourself against the attacks of your enemics; by the authonty he has
given me, I will decorate vou with a rbbon to which is suspended the Jewel of
the order, a sword. You tnust wear it from the right shouldet 1o the left hip.

§. Signs, Token & Words.

Sign.—Camry your right hand to your right shoulder, and in a serpentine
manqer bring it down to the left hip where the saber hangs, which you draw
and raise, as if you were going to engage an encmy. The other answer the
same.

Token. — Clinch the fingers of the left hand with a Brothers left hand, as if
vou were repulsing each other, 1o obtain a free passage, putting the points of the
sabers reciprocally on each others heart. One says JUDAH, the other answers
BENJAMIN.

Pass Words.—The Pass Wonis are YAVERON HAMAIM, Liberty of
Passage.

Grand Word. —1In order to make yourself known in 2 Council yon must
give the Grand Word, which 1s Ra¥ ODOM, which signifies a true Mason.

The Candidate /s then legd o the aitar where he kneels and takes the
foltowing
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§. Obligation.

[ —— do swear and solemaly promise and engage in the presence of the
grand Architect of the Universe and before all the Brethren Knights of the East,
here assembied, on the faith of an honest man and Free Mason, to be faithful to
my religion, andg to the laws of the country [ live in, as far as in my power, and
that [ never will reveal the mysteries of the order of the Knights of the East or
Sword, and never to consent 1o receive or (o inittated any to this degree, but a
Brother who [ am convinced, will be stoictly conformable to the ancient statutes
& constitutions of the order, under the penalty of being dishonored, and losing
the otle of a Free Mason, and of being deprived of the advantages of the
Council. [ also promise to recognize i any part of the earth, the Princes of
Jerusalem, as the Chiefs of Masonry, to render them as such all the honor &
homage due to their dignity, and t0 do my best to ment & aspire to that eminent

degree. So may God maintain me in uprighmess & Justice. Atmen. Amen.

Afer which the Candidate has the Draft explained o him, The Grand Orator
then ralates the following

§. History.

The Knights of the East date their ongio from the captivity of Babylon.
where the Israelites remained 70 years, & after the siege of 2 years, thev had
their liberty granted them by Cyrus King of Persia, by the solicitations of
Zarubabel, a Prince of the teibe of Judah, descended from the race of David,
and Nehemias, as Holy Man, and of a disﬁnguishcd family. Cyrus permitted
them t0 retum 1o Jerusalem, and (o rebuiid the temple, for which purpose, he
resiored 10 them all the omaments which had been camed away ar the
distincion of Solomon's Tempie by Nebuzaradan, General of
Nebuchadnezzar's Army. The omaments & utensils restored to them amounted
0 7410
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He entrusted the whole 10 Zembabel, commanding him to build the new
temple 70 cubits high, and as tany broad. He issuad an edict, ¢njoining all his
subjects, 10 iet the Free Masons, pass throngh his dominions without giving
them any moiestation, under the pain of death to those who should infringe his
¢ommands. He crdered Satarbuzanes, his General, teach Zerubabel the art of
war, he armed him as a Knight, and gave him powers to confer the same degree
on such of the masons whom he should judge worthy of so distinguished an
honor.

Zembabel then assembled all the lsraelites to the number of 42 360,
exclusive of slaves. He selected those Free Masons who escaped the general
slaughter & fury of the soldiers at the destruction of the Temple, and assembled
7000 of them. he armed them all Knights, and placed them at the head of the
people, 1o fight such as should oppose their passage on the road of Judea The
march of the Israglites was prosperous, until they amived at the banks of the
Euphrates or Starbuzanai, which separates Judea from Syria. The Knighis
masons who arrived there first, found armed troops disposed 10 hinder them,
frorn passing the bridge, on account of the treasure of the Tempie, which they
camied along with them. Neither the remonstrances of the Knights, nor the
edict of Cyrus was able to restrain their insolence, They fell upon the Knights,
who repulsed them with such ardor, that while they were all, sither drowned, or
cut o pieces, on the bridge.

After this victory, Zembabel caosed an aitar to be erected on the fieid of
bartle, on which he offered sacrifices to the God of Armies, who had fought for
Isracl. He tcok YAVERON HAMAIM for a Pass Word, as it signifies Liberty of
Passage,

The Israelites passed the river, and arrived at Jerusalem, after a four months
march, on the 2200 of June, at 7 ¢’clock in the morming,

After a rest of 7 days, the Architects with their associales, began to lay out
the New Tetnple. They divided the workmen into classes, each of which had a
chief, and 2 assistants. Each degree in every class, was paid according to their
rank in the work, and each had his respective word.
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The word of the 153' Class was JTUDEA, and were paid at the Column which
stood at the entrance to the Temple. the word of the 2™ Class was BENJAMIN,
and received their wages at the Portico. The 38 Class received theirs in the
middle of the Temple, after pronouncing YAVERON HaMA™. The same order
was observed at the construction of the new temple, as was practiced in the
building of the first.

The work was begun when the Knights Masons were dismrbed by false
Brethren ftom Samarda, who jealous of the glory, which the tnibes of Judah and
Benjamin would acguire, being now free, resclved to make war against them,
angi defeat their design of re-building the Temple. But Zerubabel, being
informed of their intentions, immediately gave orders that afl the workmen
should be armed, with the mowel in one hand and the sword in the other, that
whilst they worked with the one, they might defend with the other, and be able
to repulse the enemy if they should present themselves. The construction of the
new tempie lasted 40 vears. It was began in the reign of Cyrus, and was
finished in that of Artaxerxes —this Temple was consecrated in the same manner
as the first was, by Solomoen,

The Decalogue and the ordinances of Moses were observed a2 new, and a
chief was appointed to govern the pation. He was chosen from among the
Knights Masons, called Knights of the East, because they were freed and
created Koights, by Cyrus, King of Persia.

Their 2! Temple having been destroyed by the Romans, the Knights
Masons of the present age, are descendants of those who constructed it, were
abliged, under the conduct of Zerubabel to raise a third o the glory of the
Grand Architect of the Untverse.

his peopie at liberty that they should rebuiid the Ternple that had been
demolished.

A. To Love God and are him, to hold traditicn in honor. to succor our
Brethren in necessity, to anticipate their wants, to receive with friendship,
strangers who are Brethren; to visit the sick and comfort them, to aid in burying
the dead, to pray for those who are under persecution, Love mankind in
general, avoid the vicious, never frequent places of debauchery, not women of
infarmous lives, to be religtous in adoring your maker, and an exact observer of
all the laws of the Country in which I live, and in short to follow the precepis of

Masonry in all its points, render Justice and honor to the princes of Jerusalern
and respect to all the superior orders.

The Thrice Excefieni Knights of the East celebrate the feat of the e
edification of the Temple of the Living God on the 2279 March and the 239 of
September. At the Equinoxes or the renovation of the jong and short days, in
commemoration of the Temple, having been built iwice by the Masons,

When a Knight of the East visits a Lodge of Perfection or Royal Arch chapter,
they are fo be received with the honors of the Arch, and i the Master of the
Lodge is not & Kaight of the East he offers the Hiram & s seat ko the visilting
Knight, who may accept it or not,  [If he accepts it he keeps i for bt 5 few
minites, & then refums them, fe then seats himself ab the nghl hand of the
Thrice Fwissant who offers him inspection of ihe Minutes and transaction—If more
Knights than one should wisit at a time, they take their seals on the right & left of

the Thrice Fulssamt but he who has the superority of degrees, has the honor of
the Hiram and sast offered to him,

the middie. The first part in the west must be decoraled with red
and represents the city of Babylon, where the Mas! lusidous and
most valorgus King Danus j5 sealed on a thmne under a red
canopy, a smail table before him on which is 8 naked sword, ar hand of justice
with a roif of paper, a balance, and 5 scepter in the Kings hand,

The 209 part in the east, must be decorated with yeliow and represents
Jerusalem. The Sovermign s sesled or a throne under a yeliow canopy, before
him a small iriangular fable on which are a naked sword, a belance & shield &
Scepier & & candiesfick with 5 branches, & a broad pellow ribbon on from s left
shouider to fws fAght hip.

The 2 Grand Wardens represent the general of the Armmy & the grand
Treaswrer. They are seated under 8 small canopy in the western part of the
room, on the right side of the Arch in the sayhe manner as the Sovereign, except
the crown. The Grand keeper of the Seals (s calfed Nehenmias and sis on the
nght hand of the Sovereign. The Minister of State is called Esdras & is seated on
fhe left hand of the Sovergign,

The other Princes are pfaced to the right and leff by graduation, angd the door
of the Grand council must afways be gusrded by the two youngest Princes, who

receive their orders from the general of the Army, and they must be armed with &
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spear instead of a sword, Al the princes who are i office ought fo be armed with
& siveld and jance,

The council must be fumined by 125 lights distributed by fives, representing
the embassy which was compose of 5, and the 27@ room or apartment of the
council mist be fighted with severaf lights, placed withowt the order, fo represent
the borfires made at the City of Jerusalem upon the return of the Ambassadors.

in one corner of tha apanment must be a cabinet, where King Darius worked with
Safrap.

Apron-—The apron is red, lined & bordered with yelfow, on the flap a hafance
aqual heid by the hand of Justice. On the area a Temple, an each side of which
is a Cross and shisid with the fetter T on one side and A: on the other.

Order.—Tha oroer must he worn from right 1o feft, 4 inches wide 4 pefiow,
bordared with red. o the end of which must be sppended a gofd medal, on which
must be 5 sfars, one sword doublfe edged, in the middle of e stars, on each of
the sword the iefters D.Z:

Gioves.—The gloves are red.

§. To Open.

The most Hustrious and Vaforous prince Zeruyababel says to the Warndens in
the west—Thrice [Hlustnous Princes, how came it that this place is divided tnwo
two parts, and that the east part is decorated with yellow, and the west with red?

A. The eastern parts represents Jerusalem with yellow or gold colored
hangings, & is the holy place where the first tempie dedicated to the service of
the Living God was constructed; the western part, which is adorned with red
represents the great city of Babyion—the red hangings are the emblem of the
blood that was spilt in the different combats that were fougbt on the road
berween Babylon & Jerusaiem, by the Knights Masons when they retumed
from their caprivity.

Q. Who presides in this our Grand Council?

A. The prince Zerubabel, under the titte of Equitable.
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¢, Who are the grand Wardens!

A, Two of the Princes under the title of Most Profound, or Most
Enlightened.

Q. If that is so, Thrice Excellent Brothers pnnces Most Enlightened, grand
Wardens, acquaint the Thrice valorous Brethren here present that { am going 10
open the Grand council. '

A. Most Excellent Brothers, most Valerous Princes & Most illustrious
Princes, the Sovereign of Sovereigns hereby acquaints vou, that the grand
Council is opened, and you will therefore be atientive to what he proposes.

2. What is the O Clock?

A. it1s the hour of 5 in the Evening.

The Soversign sirikes 5, one by itseff and 4 guick on the steps of the Throne,
& says—"Most Valiant Prinees, the Council is opened.” which is repeated by
the grand Wardens, as also the 5 knocks.

§. Form of the Reception,

The Candidate must be in the Anti-Charnber where, affer he has remained
for some time, the Master of Ceremonies goes o im, biindfolds him & conducts
him to the door, and announces him by % knocks, when the gdoor is apened, he
introduces and cardies Mim o the past lo Zerubabel who demands for what
purpose e comes before him. He answers that he cormes on an Embassy o the
real King Darius to compiein against the Semarfans. Zerubabel answers that
the great King Danus was not thera, bt thet wiff be the moad he must follow
They then give him a light and arm tim with 8 naked sword & buckier, They also
give him the ornaments of the Knights of the East, when he is conducied to their
Great King Danus, brandishing and Rourishing his sword as if Aghting his way, he
must aiso be accompanied by 4 Princes. When he arrives before the Grest King
Darius, he delivers the subject of his embassy as follows—

“I am come with my 4 companions Kntghts Princes of Jerusalem, with a
deputaticn from the people of Jerusalem, & as their ambassador 1o pray for
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jusnce against the Samaritans, who refuse 1o contribute to the rebuilding of the
holy temple, & to furnish the requisites for the sacrifices & other necessities.”

The Great King Darius then gives him z lefter, which having received, he
takes his feave of the King, & retuns hack by the zame road he came,
brandishing s sword as # fighting with his enemies, when he amives he is
conducted to Prince Zerubabel & delivers him the letter, who orders it to be rend
and is as folfows—

“We, Darius, King of Kings, willing to favor & protect our dear peopie of
Jerusalern after the example of our Most illustrious predecessor king Cyrus,
having heard the complaint against the Samaritaps, we will and do ordain that
they shall continue to pay the tribute which they owe for the support of the
sacrifices of the Temple, otherwise we shall punish their further disobedience.
given in our Grand Court, the 4 day of the 2™ Month in the year 3534 & in
the 39 vear of our reign.”

After which Zerubabel congratulates them on their success & orders hat the
people be informed thereof, and then gives the following

§. Obligation.

[ —— do promise & engage on my sacred word of henor, in the presence
of Almighty god. and the Most Excellent Princes of Jerusalem of the Grand
Council here present never to reveal to the Knights of the East, or Sword, or
any other person below this degree the secrets which are now going to be
commupicated to me, under the penalty of being destroyed for ever, to be
divesied of all my clothing, & my naked body exposed to every afflicdon,
torture & hardship that can be inflicted on me, my heart o be pierced with a
dagger until my blood is drawn forth. 1 further promise & swear never o fight
or combat with any Brother of this degree, nor dishonor him, but to do him all
the good iz my power. S0 God maintain me in uprightness & Justice. Amen.
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Afler he has faken this obligafion he is conducted ol of the Councl, & goes
from Jerusalem:, accornpanied by 4 of lhe Prnces, in imitationr of Prince
Zerubabel whim he represents at the hesd of the Embassy; the rogd that he
treveied in the councit represenis the road which Zerubebel ireveled from
Jarusaiem 1o Babyion, the combating & fighting which he performed is figurative
of that whick Zerubabel performed against the Samantans in s coute—Ahis
traweis being finished he is presented to Prince Zerubabel lo whom he ghwes an
account of his Journey and the subject of his ambassies.

He returns by the same road, where he meeats wilth the same ohsiructions,
which he combais and overcomes, in this he imitates the cefebrated deputation
which was sent from Jerusalem to the Greaf King Darus—>being neturneg frorm his
jouney he is again presented o Zerubabel to whom he Oelivers the lefter he
received from the Greal King Darnius, which indiceles the returm of the embassy
from Babylon to Jerusalem, Zerubabel reads & gives orders thal the people be
imormed of the success of the embassy. He departs the Councif to ratum against
with honor when he Is shewn by pafticwiar fendship the magnificen! with which
the embassy was received at Jerusalem, when the mystenes are made known fo
hin, which represents the power given by the people of Jerusalem o their
ambassadors.

As a recompense for their glorious svccess, that being finished, the signs,
tokans, the pass word and sacred wond are given to him, with the manner of
enfering the Grand Councif & the time of his knocking at the door for admission,
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% Sign, Token & Word.

Sign.—The Sign is the rght arms extended horizontally as his as the
shoutder.

Token.—The Token is by taking each othees left hand & placing the thumb
on the middle joint of the linde finger, striking 5 times.

Pass Word. —The Pass Word is TEBFTH, which signifies the 20™ day of
the 10t month, on which day the ambassadors made their entry into Jerusalem.

March. —The march is to take 5 steps on the square.

Sacred Word. —The Sacred Word {s ADAR, signifying the 230 of the {2t
month, on which day thanks were given to the Almighty, for the reconstruction
of the Temple.

Age. —The age of a Prince of Jerusalem is 5 times 15.

§. History.

The Samaritans having refused to pay the tribute for the sacrifices of the
Tempte, Zentbabel sent 3 ambassadors of Knights of the East to the Great King
Drarius whose residence was at Babylon to prefer his complaints to him. The
Sarparitans having notice thereof assembled to oppose their passage, but those
Knights betng filled with zeal and courage valiantly fought and forced a passage
to Bahyion, whers they made known the subject of their embassy to the Great
King Darius.

The king, to render therm Justice, gave them a latter in which he ordered the
Sarnaritans to submit themselves and pay a tribute to the Jews, his allies. On
their retum to Jerysalem they were received in royal pomp and magnificence.
The people met them without the city & accomplished them, singing songs of
joy and praise for their happy retumn.

They proceeded to Zerubabel to whom they deliversd the letter of the Great
King Darius — Zerubabel read is with a loud voice and gave orders to inform the
peopie of the embassy, & that the Great King Darius had graciously granted
their reguest & in consequence of their fidelity & courage they were appointed
Governors and Princes of Jerusalem to render Justice to the people. They were
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omamented with habits of gold stuff, most rare and precious, They were
decorated with a yellow dbbon which hangs from the right shoulder 1o the left
hip, to which was suspended 2 medal of gold upon which was engraved a
balance, to shew that they ought to conduct themsetves with Justice and Equity.
There was also a hapd of Justice on the reverse side of the medai, as a mark of
their authority over the people, as Princes of Jerusalem, which dignity was
offered to them as a recompense for their services rendered & the courage they
manifesied in protecting the workmen in the construction of the Temple, & on
the embassy. They assembied in the two chambers of the Temple to render
justice to the people. This, my dear Brother, is an exact abridgment of the
ongin of the Princes of Jerusalem.

8. Duties & Privileges Of Princes Of Jerusalem

Princes of Jerusatem are chiefs of Masonry—they have 2 right to inspect alf
Lodges, & councils, as far as the Knights of the East, they can revoke & annul aff
the work done in such, if found repugnant lo the Constitution and Laws of
Masonry.

When g Prince visits a8 Lotige or Council of Masorry, he must be decorated
with his proger clothing & order to make himself known, that he is B Prince of
Jorusalem—upon which the Sovereign or Venerable Masier must depute 8
Bmther of that Degree {if there is Such in the Lodge} to try & examine him, His
done he enters info the councif or Lodge o give an account that the visitor is
suych as has been announced. Y i/ is in & Councll the Sovereign oroers the door
to be thrown wide open, he calls lo order, 1o form the Arch of Steel, & places him
o his fght hand, and does him all the honors due to him. I # is in 8 Symbolic
Lodge, the wsitor must be known a8 a Pringe of Jerusalem fo some Brother in the
Lodge of the same degree, atherwise he must pledge his word of honor that he is
such. The Worshipful deputes 4 of the most eminent Brothers §f the Lodge, at
the seme Hime he ocught not lo deprive those of their places who are in office.
Those deputies accompany him o the door, which is then opened, & the Arch of
Steef js formed. They give him the most eminent pigee, & if the Worshipfut is not
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a Prince of Jerusalem, he mus! offer him his piace and maile! fo the visilor, who is
at fiberty v accept or rafuse it, when he leaves the Lodge, the same ceromonies
is performed as &t the time of his enlry.

A. To remember that it was by its means they armived to the high degree of
Prince of Jerusalem.

§. Form (;f the Grand Council,
he Grand Council of Knights of the East & West must be hung in

red spread with Gold stars. In the east of ihe council Chamber
must be a canopy elevated by 7 steps, supported by 4 Lions or
Eagles, and befween them an animal of the Human form with §
wings. On ore side of the thmne must be a lransparent painting of the sun, and
on ihe other side, the moon—befow the moon is strelched a Rainbow, In the
East a Basin with perfume and water and 5 skull. On the south side there must
be 6 small canopies and on the north side 5 elevated by 3 steps, for the
Venerable ancient, and opposite the trone in the West are ftwo canopies,
efevated by 5 steps for the hwo ancient officers, who act in this Council as Grand
ofcers or Wandens.

A full Grand Councit must be composed of 24 Knighis. The Venerable Master
is caffed "Afl Puissamt”, the Wardens and the 21 other Brethren. are called
Respectabie Ancierts.  If there are more Brethren presemt. they are shyled
Respectabie Knights, and are placed Neorth and South, tefind the small
canopies. The first canopy at the right side of ihe Puissant (s afways vacan! for
the Carndidate.

Aff the Brethren are clothed in white, with a2 zone of gqoid round their warst,
fong while beards, and golden crowns on their heads.
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The Knights in thelr ordinary habits, wearing 8 broed while nbbon from he
right shoulder to the jeft hip, with the Jewe! suspended therelo. They eisc wear
the cross of the Qrder to a black ribbon round their necks.

The ANl Fuissant has his right hand on & large Bible, which iays on the
petiestat, and from which is suspended seven lange seals,

The Draft of the Council is an Heplagon in & circle, over the angies these
jetters, BDW.P.H.G.5. in the center, 8 man ciothed in & white mbe, with a
girdie of gold round his waist, his right hand extended and surrounded with 7
stars, he has a Jong white beard, his head surrpunided with 8 giory, 3 wo edged
sword in his mouth—sewven candieshicks round him, and over them the folfowing
tetters HD.PILP RC.

Jewel —Is an heptagon of silver, gt each angie a ster of Gold, and one of
these letters BD.WP.H.G.S  In the center, a Lemb on & book with 7 seals.
On the reverse, the same leflers in the angles, and in the center, a twp edged
aword, betwesn g balgnce,

Apron.—White fined with red, borgered with yelfow or goid, on fthe flap is
painted a two edged sword, sumounded with the 7 holy lefters, or the apron may
have the plan of the drafl painted on it

The All Puissant, with his night hand on the Bible ssaled with seven seals,

The Candidate musi be in the Antechampber, which musl be kumg wih red,
and lighted Ly 7 lights, where he Is ciothed with 8 white robe, as an emblem of
the purity and innocence of his fife and manper. The Masfer of Ceremonies
brings him barefooted to the Council Chamber door, on which he knpcks 7 fimes,
which /s answered by the All Powerful, who desires the younges! Knight to go to
the door, and demand who KRocKs.

The Master of Cersmonies answers-—It 15 a valiaot Brother and Most

Excellent Prince of Jerusalem, who requesis to be admminted to the Venerable and
All Poissant

The Knigh! reports the same answer to the ANl Puissan!, who desiras the
Candidate o be inffoduced,

The Most Ancient Respecitable Senior Grand Warden then goes to the door,
and takes the Candigate by the hand, and says—"Come, my dear Brother, !
will show you mysteries worthy the contemplation of a sensible man. Give me
the Sign, Token, and Word of a Prince of Jerusalem.”

After which the Candidate fkneels on both knees, about & feel from the
throne, when the Most Ancient Respeciable Senfor (Grand Warden says o him—
"Brother, you no doubt bave always borne in rmemory the obligations of your
former degrees, and that you have, as far as ip the power of Human Nature,
lived agreeably to them?

Cand, -1 have cver made it my study, and I tnist, my actions 2nd life will
prove it.

¢. Have you parucularly regarded vour obligations as a Sublime Knight of
Perfection, Knight of the East and Prince of Jerusalem; Do you recolliect,
having mjured a Brother in any respect whatsoever?

Cand.—I ardently wish to receive it and to have the honor of being united to
50 respectable and virtuous a society.

The Alf Puissant orders one of the Knights o bring an ewar containing some
perfume,. a basin of waler, and a clean white napkin fo the Candidate, who
washes his hands.

The Al Puissant says—"It is nccessary my Brother we should always
appear in the presence of the Grand Architect of the Universe, with pure hands
and hearis.”

Then e Canaidate is brovght ciose fo the fogt of the throne, where he
kneals on both knees, and placimg his right hand on the Bible. his left hand
between the hands of the All Puissant, in which pasition he takes the folfowing

remember an all occasions, o observe my furmer obligations, and be just,
upright, and benevoient 1o all my fellow creatures, as far as is in my power.

I further solemnly promise and swear that | will pay due obedience and
subrnission 1o all the degrees beyond this, but particularly o the Princes of the

You
will recoilect to live up to the precepts of it, and also remember that those parts
of your body, which have the greatest power of assisting you in good or evil,
have this day been made Holy.”

The Master of Ceremonies then places the Candidate hetween the two

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The Wardens then conduct him to the basin, and bare both his arms—they
place a figalure on each, the same as in performing the cperalion of blood-letting.
Each Warden being armed with a lancet, makes an incision in each of hit arms,

just deep enough to draw a drop of biood, which is wiped 6n a napkin, and
shown to e Brefhren.

The Senior Warden then says—"See, my Brethren, a mao who has spiiled
his blood 1o acquire a knowledge of our mysteries, and shrunk not from the

Then the All Puissent opens the 150 Seal of the Greal Book and takes from
thance & bore quiver, filed with arrows, and 2 crown, and gives them 1o one of

2™ __He ppens the 270 Seal and takes out 3 swond and gives it o the next
aged, andt says—“(Go, and destroy peace among the profane and wicked
Brethren, that they may never appear in our Council,

4 __He opens the 417 Seal, and takes out a skull, and gives it to the pext
aged, and says—"Go, and endeavor to convince the wicked that death is the
reward of their guilt.”

5t __He opens the 5 Seal and takes out & cioth, stained with blood, and
gives il to the naxt aged, and says—"When is the time, that we shall revenge
and punish the profane and wicked, who have destroyed so many of their
Brethren by false accusations.

& He opens ihe 6! Seal and at thet moment the sun is darkened and the
moon stained with blood,

7™ __He opens the 7N Seal, and takes cut incense which he gives Io a
Brother, and also a vase with 7 Trumpets, and gives one io each of the seven
aged Brethren., After this the 4 ofd men, in the 4 comers, shew thefr inflated
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bladders, representing the 4 winds, when the Al Puissant says—“Don’t strike
the profane and wicked, until I have selected the true & worthy Masons.

Then the 4 winds raise their hladders,

18t —And one of the irumpets sounds, when the 2 Wardens cover e
Candidates arms, and take from him his apron & jewel of fhe last degree.

2rd _The second bumpet sounds, when the Junior Warden gives the
Candidate the apron and jewe! of this degree.

3rd _The third trumpet sounds, when the Senior Warden gives him a fong
white Beard,

8. Signs, Token & Words.

Sign.—One looks to the right shoulder, and is answered bv the other
looking to the left shoulder.

Token —One puts the right hand to the left shoulder and looks to the right,
the cuher his left hand to the right shoulder and looks to the left.

Words.—One says ABADON, the other answers JABULUM. which signifies
angel of Abyss,
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§. Origin of this Degree.

When the Knights and Princes were embodied to conguer the Holy Land,
they took a cross 1o distinguish them, as a mark of being under its banners.
They alsa took an oath to spend the last drop of their biood to establish the mue
religion of the Most High God. Peace being made, they could not fulfiil their
vows, and, thercfore, returning home o their respective countries, they
resolved to do in theory what they coutd not do by practice —And determined
never 1o admit or initiate, any iato their mystic ceremonies, but those who had
given proofs of Friendship, Zeal, and Discretion. They took the name of
Knights of the East and West, in memory of their homes and the place where
the order began; and they have ever since invariably adhered to their ancient
customs and forms of Reception. [n the year 1118, the first Knights, to the
pumber of Eleven, took their vows between the hands of Garinus, Patriarch and
Prince of Jerusalem, from whence the custom is derived of taking the obligation
in the same position.

A. BEAUTY, to adom: DIVINITY, that Masonry is of divine ongin;

Brethren HONOR is an indispensable quality in a Mason, that he may support
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himself in his engagements with respectability;, GLORY that 2 good Mason ts on
an cquality with the greatest prince, and STRENGTH is necessary to sustain us,

(7. What signifies the seven starg?

A. The seven qualities which Masons should be possessed of —Friendship,
Unioz, Submissien, Discretion, Fidelity, Prudence and Temperance.

. Why should a Mason be possessed of these qualities?

A. Fnendship is a vinue that should reign among Brothers. Union is the
foundation of society; Submission, 10 the laws and regulations, and decrees of
the Lodge. without murmuring; Discretion, that a Mason shouid always be on
his guard, and never suffer himself to be surprised; Fidelity, in observing
strictly our obligadons; Prudence. to conrduct ourselves in such 3 manner that
the profane, though jealcus, may never be able 10 censure our conduct; and
Temperance, to avoid all excesses that may injurs either body or soul.

A. Seven ¢rimes, which Masons should always avoid, viz; Hatred,
Discord, Pride, Indiscretion, Perfidy, Rashoess, and Calumny,

A. Because they are incompatible with the principles and quaiities of a good
Mason. whe should avoid doing an injury to 2 Brother, even should he be ill
treated by him, and unite in himself all the qualities of a good and uprght man.

The bow, arrow, and crown, signifies that the orders of this respectable
Council should be executed with as much quickness as the arrow flies from the
bow, and be received with as much submussion, as if it came from a crowned
head, or chief of a nation. The sword, that the Council is always armed to
punish the guilty, The balance is a symbuwl of jusice. The skuli is the image of
a Brother who is excluded from a Lodge, or Council. This idea must make atl
tremble, when they recoilect the penalties they have imposed on themselves
under the most solemn obligations. The cloth stained with blood, that we
should not hesitate to spill ours for the good of Masonry. The power of
obscuring the sun and tingeing the moon, with biood, is the representation of
the power of the Supenor Councils—in interdicting their works, if they are
trregular. untii they have acknowledged their error, and submitted 1o the rules
and regulations of the Craft, established bv the Grand Constitutions. The seven
Trumpets and perfumes, signify that Masonry is extended over the surface of

“Brother — — who is a Knight of the East, Prince of Jerusalem, & Kmght
of the East & West, beps leave 10 represent to the Sovereign chapter the
earnest desire he has, to amive to the Sublime Degree of Rose Croix, the
poeint of Perfection of Masonry, & that you will be pleased |being at present
agsembied,] 10 admit him among the number of Knights. if he is found
worthy. And your petiioner shall never cease 10 make vows to Heaven, for
the prosperity of the order & good health of all the Brethren ”

After the petition is read the Candidate must sign it

2 The Candidate must remain on his knees, at the door of the Chapter,
uittif the answer is thrown fo him on the floor by a Kmight, when he rises & reads
it. in the answer he will find the day appointed for his reception, and the name of
the Knight who is to give him the necessary instructions. The Knight who is
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named in the answer, directs the Candidate fo procure three pairs of gloves, fone
pair of which must be women's] & iwo sticks of fine seafing wax for the seals. He
giso directs mim to present to each of the Brethran, one paic of men's, & one pair
of wornen's gloves, and two sticks of sealing wax,

3 He must make a donation of at jeast 6 doflars to the Superior Lodge,
Chapter or Councit of the Sublime Degrees, which must be done before fie is
received, & may be appropriated either to defray the expenses of the order or be
given {o the poor. He must also present to the Lodge three white wax candies for
the Master. & two fo each of the Knights, at his reception, previous o his entenng
it the third aparntment.

40 Ha must solemnly engage on his honor, never to reveal the place where
he was received, who received him, nor those who were present atl fns reception.

5 He solemnily promises to conform to &ff the ordinances of the Chapter, 4
keep himsell uniforrdy ciothed as far 85 he is able.

Gth. He must promise to acknowledge his Master at alf imes & in el places;
never 1o confer this degres withow! permission, & fo answer for the probity &
respectability of those whom he proposes.

7™ That he will be extremely cautious in granting this cegree, thet it may
o be mulfiplied ynnecessarly. IF the Candidate promises to perform these
requisitions he may he admitted,

§. Title of the Order

This ocrder. which i5 the NEC PLUS LULTRA of Masonry, has different Hfles [t is
cafied Rose Crodx from the rose on the oross of the jewel, being emblematical of
the Son of God, who is compared to a rose by the evengelist—¥night of the
Eagie, because of the eagie represented in the jewel  Knight of the Pefican,
emblemmatical of the Son of God, who shed Ws biood for the grest family of
mankind —De Heroden, because the first Chapter of this degree was held on a
mountain of that name, situated between the west and north of Scolland, and

where there js at this day the Superior Lodge and residence of the Sovereign
Grand Chapter.
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They meet inr an old castle belonging fo the Knights of the Rose Croix, It is
fram this circumstance that three-fourths of the Lodges of England took the name
of the Rose Croix de Heroden, and the other fourth the name of Rose Cmix,
Knights of 51 Andrew, because the first Masons of Scotfand made & procession
every year on the fastival of hat Saint—and becsuse it is the day of their requiar
constitulion, whicth has induced many fo call it St Andrews, winch aiso is in
comnmemoration of the iroubles of that country.  The farn of the frue jewel heing
tost, they substifuted the cross of S Andrew, though the ceremonies of this
dagree have no Connection with that fewel  They are yef worn in the Lodge of
Cologne, suspended o a red ribbon in the form of a coflar. In Berlin to a green
ribhon—they also wear if fo a button hole.

Jewsl —The jawel of this degree is a compass of gold exfended to &80
degrees, The head of the compess is a cuvered rose, the stock of which comes
to & point. In the middie of the compass i5 8 crmss, the fool of which rests on the
middie of the circle, and the head fouches the head of the compass, On one side
an eagle, louching 2 quarter of the circles, the wings and head recfining, On the
other side a petican picking is breast to nourish its young wihich must be in 3 nest
undar it. On the head of the compass must be & crown. On the circle must be
engraved on one side, the Knfght in hiermogiyphics, on the other side the pass
wwel  The jewel must be of gold—the eagle and pelican of sifver. It js wom fo a
coftar of a bright red color, of al feast three inches brogd. edged wif black—a
rose at the fower end and a black cross on each side. The Kaigfits must wear His
Jewel in every Lodge, and announce themsefves at the door as Kpights of Rose
Croix, that they may receive the fionor due to them.

Apron.—For the first chamber, white feather lined, and bordered wih Sack,
three red roses placed trigngufany on the flap—a human skall with twvo igh
bones placed across each other, afso on the flap. At the boffom of the apron
must be 2 glohe, surounded by & serpert, and on the pocke! of the apron a
farge 1.

For the second chamber, red fined and bordered with e same.  On the
middle of the flap musi be embradered & Iiple Idangle. with three squeres within
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three circles, an [ in the middle, which forms the jewef of the second chamber, On
each side of this must be embroidered twp cornpasses, the point of one stands in
one square of the circle, and the oiher stands on & friangie, with the point down.

Jewel & Order—For the 15! chamber, a browd, black ribben from the leit
shouider to the right hip, {3 inches broad,) On the breast a small cross of red
ribbon—below this must be a red rose and a small rose of black befow this, o
which must be suspended a goid cross.

For the 2d chamber, the order and jewel of this degree.

Clothing of the Knights, Jewels, & Titles of the Officers —All the Brethren
must be dressed in back ciothes, with their swords o The Master must be
decorated with a briliiant star of seven poits, which he wears on his breast over
his heart. in the middle must be a circle and in its center the ielter (5. The
following three words must alsc be engraved within the cirtle around the G.—
Faith, Hope & Chanly.

The Magster is catied, “Ever Most Perfect Sovereign.”™ Tha Senior Wardern
wears g iriangle, and is cafled, "Most Exceflent and Perfect.” The Junior Warder:
wears the Square and Compass, one above Mhe other, and is called "Moast
Excellent and Perfect™ The Brethren are cafied "Most Respectabls Knights
Princes of Masons.”

151 Apartment —The 151 aparimen! is & representation of Mount Calvary. It
mus! be hung with biack tapestry, and lighted with 33 ypeliow was cangles in 3
candlesticks and efeven branches sach. Thers must be three columns of § leet
high & on the chapiter of each must be watten one of the foflowing words, in lamge
characlers of gold—Faith, Hope & Charly.  These columnis may Serve 5§
candflesticks. —Al the easl end of the Chapter there must be 8 hifl or bank reised
to represent Mount Calvary, dpon which must be pfaced three large crosses, and
upon each a hurran skulf and two thigh bones across. in the front of this must be
the gitar covered with black, on which mus! sland a cross and lwo yellow wax
candies lighted. Behind the allar rmust be a bfack curtain o intercept the view of
the Mourd, It must extend to the lop of the Chapler, arnd be made o open in the
middle, and be drawn o each side. The Masfer mus! be sested on the /ast step
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of the aitar, having & small table hefore him, on which (s a lighted wax candle, &
Sibie, square & compass, and irangle. There must be no chairs or benches in
the Chapter, but all the Brethren must be seated on the ficor,  Alf the Breifiren
must wear over their back clothes a white satin chasuble, bordered with black
ritbon, two inches m width., A red cmss, two inches in widith, must reach fom the
top fo lhe bottom of it It must be made &5 the chasuble of a Catholic priest
which he wears owver the alb, when celebrating mass,

2nd Apartment.—The egast end of the 20 gpariment must represent in
transparent painting, the resurection of Jesus Christ, the Sawor of manking—
over which must be a brfffant ifangle surmunded with glory.  The hanging must
be of fansparert painting, represeming the fGght blue =ether of the sky,
interspersed with giory. The aftar must ba splendidily decorated and ifurninated
wilh ransparent lights.

Thera must be no candies in this apartment, as alf the ght must be received
through the transpacencies. No other figure must be painted on the hangings but
the representation of cur Savior at the resumection, At the east, and behind the
hangings, at some little distance, must be an organ or a band of music.

3rd Apartment.—On the hangings of the ¥ apartment must be represented,
in transparent paintings, ail the hormors which we &ifach fo the idea of Hell, or of a
place formed for the punishment of the worst of cnimes; sich 85 Auman figures &
monsters with convulsed muscies, engulfed in farmes, &c. &c. On each side of
the door g human skefelon, with an arrow jn s hand.  Each apartment must be
separate, only connecting with a narrow door.
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§. To Open,
M. —My Perfect brothers, Knights Princes of Masons, assist me 10 open
this Chapter.

The Wardens repest the same one after another.  The Master then knocks 3
& £ which is repeated by the Wardens.

M. —Most Excellent and Perfect Wardens, what 1s our care?

S.W. —Most Wise, Perfect and Sublime Master, it is 10 ascertain whether
the Chapter is well covered, and all the Brethren present are Knights of the
Eagle and Rose Croix.

M. —Convince yourseives, my Perfect Brethren, one from the sowth and
oce from the north.

This the Wardens do by demending fom each Brother in rotalion the sign,
token, and word, after which they give an acoount to the Master, who seys,
"Most Perfect Senior Warden, what is the o"clock?”

5. W. —The moment when the vail of the Temple was rent; when darkness
and consternation covered the earth; when the Blazing Star disappeared and the
lamp of day was darkened; when the implements of Masonry were lost and the
Cubic Stope sweat blood and water—that was the moment when the great
Masonic word was iost.

M. —Since Masonry, my Brethren, has sustained sc great a loss, let us
employ ourselves by new works, 10 tecover the word which was lost, for
which purpose let us open the Chapter of Rose Croix.

5.W. —My Brethren et us do our duty; the Sovereipn Chapter of Rose

M. —What is the cause of our assembling here, Most Excellent Senjor
Warden?

5.W. —Ever Most Perfect and Sovereign Master, the propagation of the
order & the Perfection of the Knight of the East, who demands ta be received

Then Brethren proceed to ballot for the Candidate.
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8. Farm of Reception,

When the Carndidate has given satisfactory answers (o alf the conditions
proposed to hir, he must be placed in the chamber of refleclion, which must be
painted biack, with & small tabie In it with a Bible and several human bones on .
The only light is received from a candle or lamp placed in the skull of a human
skeleton. The Master of Ceremonies goes to the Candidale and decorates him in
the aftributes of the last degree he has received, & also with his sword and while
glaves on.

He ther says to him—"All the temples are demclished;, our tools arc
destroyed with our columns; the sacred word is lost, notwithstanding all our
precaution; and we are in ignorance of the means of recovering it, or of
knowing each other. The order, in general, is in the greatest consternation —
Will you assist us in recovering the word 7’

The Candidate repfies—“Most chearfully.”

The Master of Ceremonies says—"Follow me, if you please” —when he
conducts him lo the door of the chapter, wherean he knocks as @ Knight of Rose
Croix,

The Senior Warden demands—""What do you want?”

A. It is Brother Knight of the East and West, who is wandenng in the
woods & mountains, & who. at the destruction of the second temple, lost the
word and humbly solicits your aid and assistance to recover it.

The door is opened & the Candidate is infroduced. ANl the Brethrzn are
sealed on the floor, their nght hands on their necks, their left covering their face,
their heads down, their elbows on thelr knees, and thair jewels covered wilh black
crape.

The Masier 15 in the same position al the fable. The Semior Warden knocks
as & Rose Croix, and ahvtounces Rifn to the Master, who says—
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“My Brother, confusion has come on our works, and it is ao longer in our
power to continue them.  Yeu must perceive from our looks and the
consi¢rnation which prevails among us, what confusion reigns on the carth.
The vail of the temple is tent, fat this moment the black curtain is withdrawn] the
light is obscured and darkness spreads over the earth; the flaming star has
disappeared, the cubic stone sweals blood and water, and the sacred word is
lost; therefore it is impossible we can give it to you, nevertheless it is not our

intention to remain inactive: we will endeavor to recover it. Are you disposed to
follow us?

A. Yes, Iam.

M_—Brother Wardens make the Candidate travel for 33 years [afluding fo
the years of the Savior's fife]l 10 learn the beauties of the new law [which is
reduced o 7 Hmes mund the Lodge. ]

The Wardens fead him slowfy around the Lodge, and when he passes before
the altar he must kneel. and when passing in the west he bends his right knee,
they make him observe the columns and repeat the name of each as he passes
them. ARer he has performed s ceremony, the Wardens knock one after the
pther and anncurnce him fo the Master, who says—

“My Brother, what have you learmed on your journey?”

A. ! have learned three virtues by which to conduct myself in future, Faith,
Hope, Charity —inform me if there are any others.

Master —No, my Brother, they are the principles and the pillars of our new
mystery. Approach near to us and make an engagement never to depart from
that faith.

The Brathren rise, The Candidate kneels on the last step of the aifar and
places hig hands on the Holy Bible and takes the following
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§. Obligation.

I —— do most solemnly and sincerely promise and swear, under the
penalty of ali my former obligations, which I have taken in the preceding
degrees, never to reveal either directly or indirecily, the secrets or mysteries of
Knight of the Eagle, Sovereign Prince of Rose Croix, 1o any Brother of an
inferior degree, nor to any in the world besides, who is not justiy and lawfully
cntitled 10 the same, under the penalty of being forever depnved of the true
word, 1o be perpetually in darkness, my blood continmally runaing from my
body, to suffer without intermission, the most cruel remorse of soul; thai the
bitterest gail mixed with vinegar, be my constant drink; the sharpest thoros for
my pillow; and that the death of the cross may complete my punishment. should
I ever infringe or violate in any manner or form, the laws and rules which have
been, are now, or may be hercafter made knowao or prescribed to me; and | do
furthermore swear, promuse and cogage on my sacred word of honor, to
observe and cbey all the deerees which may be transmitied to me by the Grand
Inspectors General, in Supreme Council of the 338 degree, that I never will
reveal the place where T have been received, nor by whom { was received, nor
the cerernony used al my reception, to any person on earth, but to a lawful
Prince of Rose Croix; that I never will initiate any person into this degree but by
& lawful patent obtained for that purpose, either from this Chapter, or from a
superior Council—so help me God, and keep me steadfast in this my solemn
obligation. Amen.

He kisses the Bible,

The Master says— "My Brathren, all is accomplished!”

The Brethren aff place themseives an the floor & cover their faces with their
hands, excep! the Wardsns who continue with the Master. ang the Candidate

whom they deprive of his apron and order.  The Master invests him wilh the
chasuble and says—
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“This habit, my Brother, teaches you the uniformity of our manners and our
belief, and will recall to your recollection the principal points of our mysteries.
The black apron with which I invest you, is to mark our sincere repentance of
those evils which were the cause of all our misfortunes, and it wil! also serve to
show you those who are in search of the true word. The ribbon is the mark of

our constant mourning, till we have found it. Pass to the west and assist us to
search for it,”

The Warmens conduct him o the west The Master knocks 6 and f, as a
Knight— The Weardens regeat . Alf the Brethren rise and place themssalives in the
sign of the Good Faslor.

The Master demands— "“Brother Master Wardens, what is the motive of our
assembling?”

A. The loss of the word, which, with your assistance, we hope 10 recover.

). That must we do to obtain it?

A. To be fully convinced of the three virtues which are the basis of our
columns and our principles.

Q. What are they?

A. Faith, Hope, Charity.

(). How shall we find those three columns?

A. By traveling three days in the most profound obscurity.

The Master says—"Let us travel, my Brethren. from east to nonh, & from
west to south.”

Afl the Brethren iravel it sWence, bending their knees ag they pass the alfar in
the sast and go 7 #imes rownd. At the third time of going round, the Master
passes 1o the 23 apartment: at the 41 time the Wardens: at the 51 hime all the
officers; at the &M time, all the Brethren; at the 7P fime, the Master of
Ceremonies stops the Candidate and says—

*Y gu cannot enter unless you give me the word.”
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The Candidate answers—*] am in search of the word, by the help of the
new law and the three columns of Masoory.™

During this tme the Brethren in the 2 apartment take off their black
gecorations, and put on the red, and also uncover their jewels. The Candidate
knocks on the door, and the Warden, for answer, shuts the door in hig fece,

The Master of Ceremonies says—“These marks of indignity, are not
sufficiently humiliating, you must pass through more rnigorous proofs, before
yau can find 1.

He then takes off the Candidale the chasuble amd black apron, and pits aver
him a8 bleck cloth covered with asties & dust, and says fo him—

“T am going to conduct you into the darkest and most dismal place, from
whence the word shall tnumpbantty come 10 the giory and advantage of
Masonry; place vour confidence in me.”

He then takes him into the 3 apartmeni, and takes from him his covenng,
and makes him go three times arpund, fshowing bim the representstion of the
terments of the dammead ] when he s fed o the door of the Chapler and the
Master of Ceremonies says o him—

“The horrors which you bave just now seen, are but a faint reprasentation of
those you shall suffer, if you break through cur taws, or infringe the obligation
you have taken.”

The Master of Ceremomies knocks on the door of the Chapler, and ihe
Warden repoets to the Master, who orders him 1o go and see who knocks, The
Master of Ceremonies, answers—

*It is a Knight, who, after having passed through the mosi profound and
difficulc places. hopes to procure the real word as a recompense for his labor.”
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The Wardens give an account ic the Master, who says—*“Introduce him to
the west of the Chapter with his eyes open.”

The Wardens bring him in & then cover him again with his vail,

The impression which, no doubt, it
has made on your mind, will convince you that you were not deceived when
you were informed that the ultimatum of Masonic perfection was 1o be acquired
by this degree. 1t certainly will be a source of very considerable sansfaction to
you, that your merit alone has entitled you o it. And ] hope, my Brother, that
your good conduct, your zeal, your virtue and discretion, may always render
you deserving of the high honor which you have received, and ! sincerely wish
that your life may long be preserved, to enable vou to continue an useful
member, & ap ornament 10 our sociery.”
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§. Signs, Token & Words.

15t Sign. —The first Sign is called the Sign of the Good Pastor or Shepherd,
Cross the arms on the breast, the hands opened & eyes raised 1o Heaven. This
is the Sign of the Order.

2 Sign.—The second Sign is called the Sign of Recognition, Raise the
right hand with the fore-finger pointing to Heaven. The answer is to point 1o
the earth with the same finger. These two signs are given aiternatively.

3= Sign.—The third Sign is that of Help. Cross the legs. the right behind
the left. The answer is to cross the left behind the right

Token. —The Token is to give the sign of the Good Pastor, facing each
other, bow & reciprocally put the hands crossed on the breast. giving the
fraternal kiss, & pronouncing the pass ward.

Pass Word. —The Pass Word is EMANUEL,

Sacred Word. —The Sacred Word is LN.R.l. [LN.R.L |, pronoencing the
leders altermatively. They arc the initials of JESUS NAZARENUS REX
JUDEORUM, Jesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews,

The Soversign Master then says—"(io, my Brother, and make vourself
known to ail the members of the Sovereign Chapter, and return again.”

The Candidale goes and whispers in the ears of the Knights the pass word,
he then returns, and kneels before the altar. Al the Brethren place their right
hands on him,

The Sovereign Master tekes the ribbon, 10 which (s suspended the lrve jewel
uncovered. ard says to him—"By the power which ! have received from the
Sovereign Chapter of Rose Croix de Heroden, 1 receive and constitute you
Prince Kaight of the Eagle, Perfect Free Mason de Heroden, under the fide of
the Rose Croix, that you may enjoy, now & forever, all the privileges,
prerogatives, & titles attached to that sublime degree, as virtue and humility are
the foundation of it. 1 hope, my Brother, never to see you dishonor the obbon
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with which vou have been invested, & which a Perfect Mason should never quit
but at his death.”

A. I leamed the name of the 3 columns which support our edifice, & as
they are 3 great virtues, they are the foundation of this degree.

Q. When your journey was over, was your labor, pains & work finished?

A . The Most Wise ordered me to be conducted to the altar & there to kneel
in the presence of Him before whom all nations bow & to take a most solemn
obligation—which I did with as much respect as possible—my heart was
penetrated with what [ was saving, with a firm resolution of observing the
same.,

2. What was done with you after that?

A. 1 was clothed with marks of grief & repentance, and was taught the
reason thereof — All the knights then made a journey, by which we passed from
misery 10 happiness: the dark & obscure road by which we traveled, was
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overcome with firmness, and we received as a recompense the object of our
desire.

(. What was you seeking for in this journcy?

A. The word which was lost, and which our perseverance cnabled us to
TECOVET.

Q. Who gave it to you?

A. Ttis not permitted to any person to give it; but having reflecied on what |
was seeing & hearing ] found it myself with the help of Him who ts the author
of the word.

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A. The Most Wise and the Knights constituted me Prince Kaight of the
Eagle, Perfect Mason, under the title of the Soversign Knight of Rose Croix,
and decorated me with the ribbon & jewel, and gave me the explanation of
them; after which { made myself known to all the Knights, and took my place in
ihe chapter.

(. What was done with you afterwards?

A. The Most Wise made an exhoration, after which the business of the
chapter was gone through and a convacation made for the next, and the chapter
was closed in the usual form.
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§. Ta Close.
The Most Wise knocks 7 times on the step of Hhe aftar.  The Wardens repeat
the same. The Knights fise up.

The Master asks the following guestions—Most Excellent Brother Senior
Warden, what's the o'clock?

A. The moment when the word was recovered; when the cubic stone was
changed into a mystic rose, when the flaming star appeared in all its splendor;
when our altars resumed their ordinary form; when the true light dispelled
darkness, and the new law becomes visible m all our works.

Then the Most Wise takes the charly box to disiibute to the ordinary
servanis, or ie Brethren, who are in necessity, after which, he demands if any of
the Knights have anytting to offer for the good of the order and this chapter, and
says—

“Brother Wardens, give notice that this chapter is going to be closed.”

This dome, they knock the same as the Master, and meke the ordinary
gcclamations. The Master leaves his place, makes his obeisance, embraces aff
the Knights, and says— “Profound Peace.”

All the Brethren so the same. The Most Wise then says, [having first sahuted
with Nis rmalietl—

“My Brethren, this Sovereign Chapter of Rose Croix is closed—let us do
our dury.”

They all exclaim— VIVAT!

The Master says—"Let us go, my Brethren, and make the reflection which
our work requires—let us go & return in peace.”

The Brethren then take the buckies owt of their sfhroes, and wear their shoes
i e form of stippers.
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The only barguet, or ceremaony of the table, used in chapters of Rose Crojx,
is the following, which is ingispensably mecessary, being in commemoration of the
repast of our Savior, which ha gave at Ernmaus, when he made himself known o
s disciples after Ais nesurrection.

The Most Wise orders the youngest Knight o go and prepare every thing for
their repasi-—he goes jalo an apariment appmpriated to this purpose, and covers
the table with a white cfoth, and places thereon a foafl of which bread in a plate in
the center of a tnangle, formed with 3 candiesticks, in which must be candles of
white or yelfow wax, He then takes to the Master wands of six feet high, who
receives them and retumns them to the Candidate, who presemis one to each
Knight.  They then follow the Master o the banquel where they piace
themsafvas round the tabfe, and standing with their heads uncovered, excepf the
Master, who pifs on his Rat after prayer.

§. Prayer.
Sovereign Creator of all things, who provides for all our necessities and
wants, bless this food of which we are now going to partake, that we may
receive it for thy honor and glory, and for our satsfaction and refreshment
Amen,

The Master bregks the hread and takes a piece, then passes if lo the right for
the rest, and when all are prmvided, they eat it The young admitted Koight
brings a goblet of wing which he places in the middie of the table. The Master
take it and makes the sign of Rose Croix, drinks, and presents the goblet fo e
Bmother next to him, who drinks and passes it round 1l it comes lo the Master
again, who goes with ail the Knights and throws what is lefl info the fire, being ail
kneeling on one knee, in the manner of making an offering.

The afi nse, when the Master embraces them, and says—

“Peace be unto you”

They answer—"'Be it s0. Amen.”
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They go to the cther chamber, where they put their buckles in their shoes
and retire.

The feast of this chapler is on Shrove Tuesdey, which cannal be dispensed
with: and if thera is but one Knight in a place, he must absoiutely perform ithe
ceremony of this festival, that he may reunite himsef! in spirt with his Brethren
who do the same. If he is traveling on the road and meets 8 Bother, they are
obiiged o go to some convenient house to celebrate it

§. Ordinagnces.

The Knighis of ihe Rose Croic have the privifege of holding the maliet of the
Master i afl Lodges,; but if they do not choose to receive it ihey place themselves
af the side of the Masher, taking rank of all the officers. If the Master, through
ignorance of his quality, does not make him that polite offer, he must seat himself
on the floor, at the column of the Entered Apprentice. When a Knight signs a

Masonic peper, he musi affix Ris rank o his signature and also seal it with his
coal of ams—

Chey S.P.D.R.C. or Ki.SP. of RC.

Where there is a regular chapler, they must assemble, at least, six fimes &
year, vir—The annual Feast, Shrove Tuesday, Tuesday afier Easter, the Day of
Ascension, and Saints Day, exclusive of twe Grand Festivals of 81 Jokns, which
cannot be dispersed with. In 8 constituted Chapter, there must be, at feast, 3, hiff
the number becomes greater, then the officers are elected as in other Lodges.
The election is made the Tuesday effer Easter, when they enter into their charge,
and the former officers are o render an aceount of thair proceedings for the year
past.

They are obiiged to be charifable to all the poor, particulary o ell distressed
Mesons. They must visft the prisoners. If a Knight falls sick, thay are obliged to

visit him and pay particufar altention tha! he wants for nothing, which they can
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supply him with, On the desth of a Kpighi, he shall be decorated willt his nbbon
and jewel mund his neck, and his funeral shall be altended by aff the Knights,
ciothed inr all their orders, if it can be done without causing reflection on the order
after which, a chapter shafl be opened  The Brother who succeeds him, shafl
wear his jewel, covered with black crape, for three days. n the French Chapters it
5 usual o keep the anniversary of his desth, and pronounce an euiogy on fis
virtles.

it is forbid under any pretext, whalsoever, for one Brother o fight or combal
with another.  No Brother can absent himseif from the chapter, uniess in case of
sickpess, or other good and sufficient reasons, of which the chapter must
approve.  The chapter must onfy be fighted with wax candies, or sweel off
